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A New Year Message
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AS 2026 UNFOLDS, one thing is already
clear: much about life remains uncertain.
People around the world, of all ages, are facing
economic instability, global tensions, cultural
confusion, and personal trials that test both faith
and endurance. Scripture never guarantees a
predictable path, but it consistently calls God’s
people to respond to uncertainty with steady
trustin Him. “God is our refuge and strength, a
very present help in trouble” (Psalm 46:1).When
circumstances change, God does not. His
faithfulness endures “from everlasting to
everlasting” (Psalm 103:17), and His purposes
are never shaken by human instability.

This reflection is written as one Christian
speaking to fellow believers, with a shared
purpose: to encourage one another to place our
hope fully in God. We are not called to anchor
our lives in earthly systems that rise and fall.
“Do not put your trust in princes”, the psalmist
warns, “in a son of man, in whom there is no
salvation” (Psalm 146:3). Wisdom literature
reinforces this truth: “Whoever trusts in his
riches will fall” (Proverbs 11:28).

At the same time, Scripture guards us
against another error - the idea that faith in
Christ means disengaging from life on earth,
as though believers are merely waiting to escape
it. The Bible presents a richer vision. We are
called to live faithfully on the earth while setting
our hearts firmly on God. Faith does not teach
us to flee our season, but to live wisely, and
faithfully within the one God has given.

the fullness thereof” (Psalm 24:1). Abraham
understood that ownership belongs to God
alone, and that faith rests in promise rather than

possession. Hebrews explains that Abraham
lived this way because he was looking forward
to a city built by God Himself (Hebrews 11:10).
This future hope did not lead him to withdraw
from daily life. Instead, it shaped his obedience,
his priorities, and the way he ordered his
household. Isaac and Jacob followed the same
pattern, living as heirs of God’s promise while
maintaining a pilgrim mindset (Genesis 26:24-
25; 35:12). Their lives echoed the psalmist’s
confession: “/ am a sojourner with You, a guest,
like all my fathers” (Psalm 39:12). Through
consistent obedience, they demonstrated that
faith must be lived before it can be passed on.

Scripture also gives a sobering warning
about what happens when this identity is not
intentionally taught. After the death of Joshua,
‘there arose another generation who did not
know the LORD or the work that He had done
for Israel” (Judges 2:10). Though they lived in
the land God had given, they lost sight of who
they were and whom they served. The prophets
later echoed this tragedy. God lamented
through Jeremiah, “My people have forgotten
Me days without number” (Jeremiah 2:32).
Hosea spoke just as plainly: “My people are
destroyed for lack of knowledge” (Hosea 4:6).
Faith that is not remembered, taught, and
modeled gradually erodes, leaving spiritual
emptiness in its wake.

( Living on Earth Without Belonging to It )

( Growing in the WORD and in CHRIST)

From the opening pages of Scripture, God’s
people are described as sojourners - those who
live in a place without claiming it as their
permanent home. Abraham stands as the
clearest example of this way of life. Though God
promised him the land of Canaan, Abraham
never possessed it during his lifetime. Instead,
he lived in tents, trusting God’s promises rather
than visible security (Genesis 12:1-9; Hebrews
11:9). His life reflected the truth later proclaimed
in the Psalms: “The earth is the LORD’s and

As we move forward in 2026, Scripture calls
us to grow with intention. Faith that does not
mature becomes vulnerable - easily unsettled
by fear, distraction, or deception. Peter urges
believers to “grow in the grace and knowledge
of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ” (2 Peter
3:18). This growth refers to a deep, personal
knowledge formed through an ongoing
relationship, not casual familiarity. It requires
sustained engagement with God’s Word,
prayerful dependence, obedience, and humility.

The poetic books reinforce this truth with
clarity and beauty. “Blessed is the man...whose
delight is in the law of the LORD, and on His
law he meditates day and night” (Psalm 1:1-2).
Such a person is compared to a tree planted
by streams of water - stable, fruitful, and
resilient. “Your word is a lamp to my feet and a
light to my path” (Psalm 119:105). Jesus echoed
this wisdom when He taught that those who
hear His words and put them into practice are
like a wise builder whose house stands firm
when storms come (Matthew 7:24-25).

( The Cost of Following Christ )

Following Christ in 2026 is not easy and
Scripture never suggests otherwise. Jesus
spoke plainly: “If anyone would come after Me,
let him deny himself and take up his cross daily
and follow Me” (Luke 9:23). Following Christ is
not a single moment of commitment, but a daily
choice to live in obedience, even when that
obedience is costly.

The prophets understood this reality well.
Habakkuk wrestled honestly with suffering and
injustice yet concluded with trust: “Though the
fig tree should not blossom...yet | will rejoice
in the LORD” (Habakkuk 3:17-18). lIsaiah
called God’s people to trust even when clarity
was absent: “Let him who walks in darkness
and has no light trust in the name of the LORD”
(Isaiah 50:10). Paul warned Timothy that “all
who desire to live a godly life in Christ Jesus
will be persecuted” (2 Timothy 3:12).
Faithfulness may bring misunderstanding,
exclusion, or loss, but Scripture consistently
calls us to endure with courage and hope.

Guarding Our Focus Amid
False Teaching

One of the persistent dangers for believers
in every generation is false teaching. Scripture
warns repeatedly that God's truth will be twisted
and misused. Peter spoke of teachers who
secretly introduce destructive errors (2 Peter
2:1). Paul warned that many would prefer
messages that please rather than convict
(2 Timothy 4:3-4).

This danger is not new. Isaiah warned
against calling evil good and good evil (Isaiah
5:20). Jeremiah condemned prophets who
promised peace when there was no peace
(Jeremiah 6:14). Many distortions of Christianity
today promise comfort without repentance and

blessing without obedience. Jesus Himself
warned, “Beware of false prophets” (Matthews
7:15). God’s Word must remain our anchor -
carefully read, faithfully interpreted, and
consistently obeyed.

( Suffering And Strength From God )

Scripture does not hide the reality that
following Christ may involve suffering. The early
believers understood this clearly. Paul and
Barnabas reminded new Christians that entry
into God’s kingdom often comes through
hardship (Acts 14:22). Yet Scripture also
assures us that God never abandons His people
in suffering.

The Psalms give voice to both anguish and
hope: “Why are you cast down, O my
soul?...Hope in God” (Psalm 42:5), and “Many
are the afflictions of the righteous, but the
LORD delivers him out of them all” (Psalm
34:19). The prophets echo this promise: “When
you pass through the waters, | will be with you”
(Isaiah 43:2). Paul testified from experience, “/
can do all things through Him who strengthens
me” (Philippians 4:13). Our endurance does not
come from human resolve alone, but from God,
who gives strength to the weary (Isaiah 40:29).

( Moving Forward Together In Faith )

AS WE MOVE FORWARD IN 2026, we are
called to live with clarity, conviction, and
purpose. We must not place our hope in what
is temporary, nor live as though faith removes
us from the realities of the world. Instead, we
are called to live faithfully within it - grounded in
Scripture, growing in Christ, guarding the truth,
and trusting God’s strength in every trial. As
Micah reminds us, the faithful life is one that
“does justice, loves kindness, and walks
humbly with your God” (Micah 6:8).

This calling belongs to all of us - young and
old, new believers and seasoned saints alike.
We walk this road together, strengthening one
another through encouragement, prayer, and
shared faith. “Let us run with endurance the race
that is set before us, looking to Jesus”
(Hebrews 12:1-2). We are sojourners, but not
aimless ones. We are citizens of heaven with
real responsibilities on earth. May this year find
us steadfast rather than shaken, faithful rather
than fearful, and fully committed to living for the
glory of God - until our journey is complete.
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The Transformative Power of Encountering Jesus:

The Story of Zacchaeus

"And when Jesus came to the place, He looked up and saw him,
and said to him, “Zacchaeus, make haste and come down, for today
I must stay at your house” (Luke 19:5)

A short statured man, Zacchaeus, was
desperately trying to have a glimpse at Jesus
walking through the street in his hometown,
Jericho. Since he was vertically challenged, he
figured the best option for him to have a good
view of Jesus and His disciples was to climb a
sycamore-fig tree on the roadside and perch
on one of its branches virtually hidden from
everyone. The tree was ideal for climbing for a
short person like him and had short trunks with
low spreading branches and a broad canopy to
perch on unnoticed.

In the gospel of Luke 19:1-9 we read this
story. Zacchaeus had

admonishing the people who came to be
baptized, including the Publicans (Jewish tax
collectors for Rome) to “collect no more than
you are authorized to do”. That means the tax
collectors regularly overcharged people,
pocketing the difference for themselves or they
sought to line their pockets by extorting extra
money from people. No wonder Zacchaeus did
not want to be seen in public waiting to hear a
man who was preaching mercy, love and justice
which was quite contrary to what Zacchaeus
was practicing. Tax collectors were filthy rich
but there was emptiness in life. Somehow,

what Zacchaeus was
searching for. One may wonder why he was
desperate to see a man like that when the
contemporary society (e.g. Pharisees and
scribes) wanted to do nothing with a despicable
man like him.

We read from Luke’s gospel that Zacchaeus
was a tax collector. He was Jewish but worked
for the Roman government who were occupiers
of the Jewish land. Like all tax collectors,
Zacchaeus was hated by people. No one wanted
to associate with him. People avoided him. Tax
collectors during that time symbolized
corruption, greed and betrayal of the Jewish
people (since they worked for Rome). The
Roman government used these tax collectors
as a buffer against angry Jewish taxpayers. In
Luke 3:12-13 we read John the Baptist

were all drawing near to

As the crowd moved closer, there was
excitement. Zacchaeus was confident that no
one would notice him hiding in a tree. The crowd
was noisy.

Suddenly
Zacchaeus’ world stopped. Jesus paused
beneath the tree where Zacchaeus was

What was going through Zacchaeus’ mind when
he was found on a tree limb. Was he

embarrassed as the local people knew who he
was. The whole situation unfolded as the crowd
was watching. He wondered how Jesus knew
his name. He did not call him small fry, little
guy, tiny, or a traitor. He used his given name.
As a matter of fact, He asked a favor of this
reject of society: “Zacchaeus, come down
immediately. | must stay at your house today”
(Luke 19:5).

An eternal change was taking place as
Zacchaeus made his way down from limb to
limb. The one thing he had always wanted —
his longing for acceptance and recognition —
was finally taking place. He was not the outcast
of the society he had imagined himself to be.
He had something to offer — something Jesus
wanted.

What was the crowd thinking about Jesus
calling Zacchaeus. To the spectators it would
appear Jesus was asking

dishonest gains. Was he thinking of the cost?
Probably not. All he could think was that a
lifelong dream was now becoming a reality. He
was ready to pay any price to keep the joy that
was filling his heart. During his trip down from
the branches to the feet of Jesus, Zacchaeus
found the knowledge that had eluded him for a
lifetime. To be accepted, one must be willing to
accept. If Jesus was willing to accept him in
his condition, he desperately wanted to accept
Jesus and His principles for a happy living.Years
of carefully constructed bitterness had created
a fortress behind which Zacchaeus would hide,
and this one simple statement would crumble
that fortress. A public confession with a promise
to change was being heard by Jesus, His
disciples, angry taxpayers, and critical self-
righteous Jewish leaders. How could this one
moment make such a difference in the life of
Zacchaeus.

hide a sin problem?
Maybe you are aware
that some action or
thought is controlling
you, but you avoid
confessing it, despite a
restless feeling about it,
in prayer or to an
accountability partner.
Maybe you think it's no

into my home, into my
life. Here in front of this crowd He called my
name. He wants to identify with me, and He
doesn’t care what these people think. They
might laugh at me and despise me, they may
call me all kinds of names like crook, cheat,
hypocrite, but that doesn’t matter to Jesus. He
wants me just the way | am. He must know
who | am; He called me by my name. Surely
this kind of acceptance requires more than a
meal. But what have | to give? | gained my
wealth by cheating others; how could | offer that
to this Man who thinks only of others as He
gives of Himself”.

Then Zacchaeus realized what it was he must
offer. Standing before Jesus he volunteered to
change his way of living. He would even make
his unjust dealings good and multiply the refunds
four times. The wealth he had accumulated
through unjust means gave him no peace.
Confession and retribution all in one breath. Was
Zacchaeus sure what he was saying? His faith
in Jesus was going to cost him ‘four-fold’ on his

big deal because many
people are dealing with similar issues. But it’s
impossible to thrive spiritually when sin is

secretly fouling up our lives. The heaviness of
sin weighs us down and keeps us from being
used by the Lord to our fullest potential. As
Proverbs 18:13 says, “Whoever conceals their
sins does not prosper, but the one who

confesses, and renounces [sin] finds mercy”.
In the natural Zacchaeus would never enter a
church. Here, an Influencer called Jesus was
meeting him in a different setting to show that
a sinner like him is loved by our savior. Like
the Samaritan woman at the well, unchurched
people need Jesus to break in and tenderly
reorient them to His living water. Jesus called
the tax collector Matthew also known as Levi
[Matthew 9:9-13, Mark 2:14, Luke 5:27-28] from
his toll booth and he became one of His disciples
and ended up writing the Gospel of Matthew.

Remember, you don’t have to be perfect to be a
blessing to others — you just must be real. Do
we ever take up this challenge to bring people
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into the Kingdom of God?

Making restitution is a wonderful privilege.
In a sense, it allows us to change the past.
While we can never turn the clock back, we
often have the opportunity of correcting past
mistakes. If we have defrauded, like Zacchaeus,

we can restore. If we have broken, we can mend.

Note that Zacchaeus’ faith cost him “four-fold’
on his dishonest gains. A similar story we read
regarding king Amaziah who was worried about
holding on to one hundred talents of silver he
paid to hire 100,000 soldiers from Israel to fight
along with his army against Edom. God’s
prophet warned Amaziah not to hire the armies
of Israel as God’s favor was not with that army
and would ultimately result inAmaziah’s defeat
in the war against Edom. Amaziah obeyed the
prophet’s counsel,

patience is His love (Psalm 103:8, 14).

Each of us plays a judgmental role that
requires a person to meet certain standards
before we extend our friendship to that person.
Parental advice has trained us to choose our
friends carefully. On the other hand, Zacchaeus
found someone who is willing to accept him as
he is. Tired of being rejected by his peers,
hurting because the Romans were using him
as a buffer against angry Jewish taxpayers. He
was standing before a person who would accept
him as he is. He would change, but this change
is voluntary. God does not change a person who
does not want to change. From the beginning
God conceived of a creation with a will, and He
will not overstep the boundaries set by that will.
Zacchaeus wanted to make this change, and
Jesus was willing to help

silver he paid, and won
the battle. We would do
well to hear the word
spoken by God’s man
“The Lord is able to give
you much more than
this".

Our situation puts us
under tremendous pressure. We can only
identify with Zacchaeus. God forgives, restores,
and renews when we repent. The patience of
God stretches beyond our imaginations. By
human beings’ sense of justice, God should
have closed the books on mercy to people long
time ago. Be assured that the key to God’s

Zacchaeus was ready to
accept Jesus. The timing was important
because mutual acceptance was critical.

If you can identify with Zacchaeus in your
quest for acceptance, this event is recorded for
you. The story of Zacchaeus’ encounter with
Jesus concludes with this great hope “For the
Son of man is come to seek and to save that
which was lost” (Luke 19:10). The parables of
the lost sheep or the lost coin, or the lost
prodigal son (Luke 15) all echoes our Savior's
desire to find and restore the lost. Christ wants
to tell you that if you are ready to accept Him,
He has always been ready to accept you.
Whatever factors in our life seems to be stacking
up against us, they are no match for God’s
determination to bring about His perfect will in
us. He only waits for us to quit looking at
ourselves and look at Him. -

“God, who at various times and in various ways spoke in time past to
the fathers by the prophets, has in these last days spoken to us
by His Son, whom He has appointed heir of all things,
through whom also He made the worlds”
(Hebrews 1:1-2)

/

The writer of the letter to the Hebrews begins
with a prologue that introduces two definite time
periods when God has been speaking to His
people: “time past” (v. 1) and “these last days”
(v. 2). Our Lord Jesus Christ entered into our
world as a babe in swaddling clothes at the
beginning of “these last days” to become God’s
spokesman and provide us with the gift of
salvation just as God had promised in the past
through the prophets (Jeremiah 23:20; Hosiah
3:5; Micah 4:1; 1 Corinthians 10:11). The book
of Hebrews sustains one thought from beginning
to end: Jesus the High Priest, in His ministry
and atonement for sins, is superior to anything
offered by the collective ministry within Judaism!

At the beginning parts of this book, the
author immediately shows that Jesus Christ,
the epitome of God’s revelation, is far superior
to all the Old Testament prophets. These verses
contrast God’s old revelation with the new,
specifically by presenting God’s Son as

superior to all other previous modes of revelation.
In the past, God has revealed Himself through
various means, such as visions (lsaiah 6),

dreams (Daniel 2), poetry (Psalm 139), face-
to-face conversations (Deuteronomy 5:4),

tablets of stone (Deuteronomy 10:4), and history
(1 and 2 Chronicles). Compared to Christ, the
messages through the prophets were

fragmentary and incomplete, and came in bits
(see Isaiah 28:10) by various means (visions,
dreams, and face-to-face communication) and
in various ways (supernatural events and natural
phenomena such as storms, plagues, and other
historical events).

The periodic, partial, and differential
prophecies of the Old Testament era have now
been overshadowed by God’s pre-eminent and
final revelation in the person of His Son. God’s
most recent and final revelation had come
through His own Son, Jesus Christ! As John
said, “No one has seen God at any time. The
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only begotten Son, who is in the bosom of the
Father, He has declared Him” (John 1:18). The
Lord Jesus said concerning Himself, “He who
has seen Me has seen the Father” (John 14:9).
Through the words of Jesus in Scripture, we
can “hear” God’s heart and God’s voice —and
know what God is truly like!

The Perfect Man And Wisdom from Above b

“Not many of you should become teachers, my fellow believers, because you know that we
who teach will be judged more strictly. We all stumble in many ways. Anyone who is never at
fault in what they say is perfect, able to keep their whole body in check"

( The Perfect (Mature) Man ]

In other translations, “my fellow
believers” is rendered as “my brothers”
or “my brothers and sisters.” In this
form of address we can see both the
writer’s closeness to his readers and
the transition to the next subject. In
this section James discourages the
excessive multiplication of teachers
and at the same time strongly exhorts
them to become perfect (mature)
persons.

"Not Many Should Become
Teachers"

“Not many of you should become
teachers. .. knowing that we who teach
will be judged more strictly”. The elders
were the teachers of the New
Testament church (1 Timothy 5:17; 3:2;
Titus 1:6, 9). Elders are those who rule
and direct the church through the Word
- that is, through the tongue. Here
James issues a warning against the
excessive increase in the number of
teachers. In James’ time, both Jewish
synagogues and Christian
congregations had more than one
elder who served in the ministry of

teaching the Word (John 3:10; Acts
13:1; 1 Corinthians 12:28; Ephesians
4:11; Romans 12:7; 2 Timothy 1:11;
2:2). James is not denying either their
necessity or their position in the
church. Rather, he forbids the tendency
for their numbers to multiply
excessively. The reason he gives is the
knowledge that teachers will receive
greater judgment.

If we understand the church as
students of the Word and the teachers
as instructors of the Word, then both
in doctrine and in practice, when
mistakes are made, it is only just that
teachers receive stricter punishment
than students. Therefore, if those who
teach are unable to put into practice
what they teach, the number of erring
teachers will increase, and they will
become deserving of greater judgment.
To lead the church in obedience to the
Word, what is needed is not increasing
the number of teachers, but the existing
teachers carefully guarding themselves
so that they do not stumble.

We All Stumble in Many Ways

James himself admits that teachers
(including himself) as well as the rest

of the believers in the church who are
not teachers all stumble. No one in the
church is exempt from stumbling.

“Who can say, ‘I have kept my heart
pure; | am clean and without sin’?"asks
the writer of Proverbs (Proverbs 20:9).
“There is no one who does not sin” is
the record in Chronicles (2 Chronicles
6:36). “If we claim to be without sin,
we deceive ourselves and the truth is
not in us... If we claim we have not
sinned, we make him out to be a liar
and His word is notin us” (1 John 1:8,
10).

"Anyone who is never at fault in
what they say... is perfect"

While acknowledging the common
human tendency to stumble in many
things, James here highlights the
special quality of a person who does
not stumble with their words. Such a
person is a perfect (mature) man - that
is, he is teleios. The word teleios
means “‘complete” or “mature.” It does
not mean sinless perfection. While still
living in a sinful body, teleios refers to
the spiritual maturity that a person can
attain.

The description James gives of the
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perfect (mature) man is that he is “able
to keep his whole body in check”. The
perfect man is strong. His strength lies
in self-control. Just as a bit controls
an animal, a person who has control
over the tongue has an invisible “bit”
that can control the whole body - this
is James’ intended meaning.

What the church of God needs is
not a crowd of teachers who try to
control others with their tongue without
first controlling their own tongue, but
mature persons who first control their
own tongue before trying to control
others.

Control over the senses does not
come to a person easily. Yet James’
words imply that the one who gains
control over the tongue will also gain
control over the other senses. The
tongue is only one of the five senses
in the body. Gaining control over each
sense is extremely difficult. James
regards control over the tongue as the
most difficult of all. There is also a hint
here that the one who gains control
over the tongue will be able to gain
control over the other senses. He is
able not merely to control his body
partially but completely. The true
strength is not the power to control
others but the power to control oneself.
Such a person is not only strong - he
is also perfect (mature). If the one who
subdued lions, bears, and Goliath
cannot control his own sensual
impulses, he is weak.

All sins are sins, yet sinning with
words is a great sin. James reveals
here the characteristics of a person
who does not sin with words:

1. He is strong.

2. He has complete, not partial,
control over his body.

3. He is perfect (mature) - that is,
spiritually mature.

This is the explanation of the perfect
(mature) man. Immediately after
forbidding the excessive multiplication
of teachers, why does James speak
about control of the tongue? Teachers
are those who control others with their
tongue. James must have had in mind
the thought that those who are about

to control others through the
instruction they give with their tongue
must first be people who have gained
control over their own tongue.

The Power of the Tongue
(8:3-12)

When we put bits into the mouths
of horses to make them obey us, we
can turn the whole animal. Or take
ships as an example. Although they
are so large and are driven by strong
winds, they are steered by a very small
rudder wherever the pilot wants to go.
Likewise, the tongue is a small part of
the body, but it makes great boasts.
Consider what a great forest is set on
fire by a small spark. The tongue also
is a fire, a world of evil among the parts
of the body. It corrupts the whole body,
sets the whole course of one’s life on
fire, and is itself set on fire by hell.

All kinds of animals, birds, reptiles
and sea creatures are being tamed and
have been tamed by mankind, but no
human being can tame the tongue. It
is a restless evil, full of deadly poison.

"With the tongue we praise our Lord
and Father, and with it we curse human
beings, who have been made in God’s
likeness. Out of the same mouth come
praise and cursing. My brothers and
sisters, this should not be. Can both
fresh water and salt water flow from
the same spring? My brothers and
sisters, can a fig tree bear olives, or a
grapevine bear figs? Neither can a salt
spring produce fresh water." (James
3:3—-12NIV)

Using seven familiar illustrations -
bit, rudder, fire, animals, poison,
spring, and tree - James explains the
position, use, power, wildness, and
double nature of the tongue. Both Jesus
and His brother James show no
reluctance in giving illustrations and
examples that are familiar to their
hearers. First two illustrations for the
tongue, then a short explanation, then
three more illustrations in order (one
illustration followed by a short
explanation), and finally two more -
seven illustrations in total - is how
James develops his subject.

[ Bit in the Mouth, Small Rudder J

Before speaking directly about the
small tongue, James presents two
illustrations: the small bit used to turn
a powerful horse, and the very small
rudder used to steer a huge ship even
when driven by fierce winds.
Proportionally speaking, the bit is far
smaller than the horse, and the rudder
far smaller than the ship. It is not only
in size but also in power that the small
bit and rudder are sufficient to control
the large and powerful animal and ship.
In the case of the ship, besides size
and power, fierce winds may be driving
it - yet even then the tiny rudder directs
it wherever the pilot wishes. In the
same way, proportionally speaking, the
tongue, though smaller than the body,
is able to direct it. The tongue is like
the steering wheel that controls a
mechanized vehicle. James clearly
recognizes both the position and the
power of the tongue.

Christian believers are not called
to be silent monks or chatterboxes,
but to be restrained speakers who
speak only what is necessary - this is
what James requires.

Philo says the mind is the
charioteer and steering wheel of life.
Aristotle, however, compares the
tongue to a ship’s rudder.

Warren Wiersbe tells the story of
a woman famous for loose talk who
owned a “big” tongue. One day she
went to the pastor and confessed, ‘I
am aware of my sinful habit of
gossiping; my tongue gets not only me
but others into trouble”. She had
confessed the same fault many times
before but had never forsaken the sin.
Doubting her sincerity, the pastor
asked, “All right, what is the purpose
of your confession?” “l want to lay my
tongue on the altar,” she replied. “We
don’t have an altar that big here,” the
pastor said and sent her away. Though
the answer was not pleasant to her, it
kept making her think again and again
about the evil of her tongue. (The Bible
Exposition Commentary, Vol. 2, pp.
357-358). °

Tommy got better
every day for the next two weeks and
he was very thankful to God for the
progress he was making.

Even though he was walking
better, the bruise he saw on his knee
was not healing as fast as he had
hoped for. He prayed every day for
knee to get better. One Sunday
during Lord’'s Table, the Pastor
repeated a portion of 1 Peter 2:24,

"BY HIS STRIPES WE ARE HEALED"

“by his wounds you have
been healed”. In another
Bible version, this portion
reads “by whose stripes ye
were healed”. Tommy paid
close attention to what the
Pastor was saying.Tommy
then started praying for
healing of his knee wound because
long ago Jesus was wounded so that
we mightbe healed.

Tommy’s prayer was answered
and his wound was healed. In Luke
18:42, Jesus healed the blind man’s
sight and said, “your faith has healed
you”. The blind man could see that
Jesus was the Messiah and asked
Jesus for his sight. Many religious
leaders who saw the miracles that
Jesus did, were blinded to who Jesus
was.
