"So then, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, slow
to speak, slow to wrath; -----  Therefore lay aside all filthiness and
overflow of wickedness, and receive with meekness the implanted

word, which is able to save your souls" (James 1:19-21)

Apostle James,
brother of Jesus

Christ, has a few very practical pieces of advice
to believers in his epistle. Although the apostle
was addressing the Jewish Christians who were
scattered into many places due to persecution,
his words are applicable to all Christians of all
generations at all times, even to us in the 21st
century.

Turn on your TV, turn on your laptop, turn
on your smart phone: there is Youtube, there
is Whatsup, there is Facebook and many other
communication platforms of social media: A
deluge of words flows out, trying to drown you.
Words, words, words! Everybody is speaking
on subjects, relevant or irrelevant. Every speech
or narration that one receives from somewhere
is forwarded immediately to the circle of friends
whether they want it or not. One wonders how
to escape from this torrential verbal attack!!
Some of these words are good messages of
the gospel. Some are malicious attacks on
others. Some are false teachings coming out
of false prophets and prosperity vendors who
are presently abundent all over the world.

In the midst of this babble of words, we
should yearn for the pure Word of God. The
purity of any sermon should be matched with
the purity of the written Word of God which is
available with everybody. Anything less than that
should be discarded as trash!

Apostle James lays out the condition that
a person's heart has to be in before God can
speak His Word to him.

1. The reader is commanded “to put aside”
all filthiness and wickedness. The term, “put
aside”, refers to removal of clothing, literally
“stripping off” one’s clothing. “Filthiness”
includes all evil habits and tendencies and
rudeness in every respect. The Apostle refers
also to an "overflow of wickedness". He means
the remainder of deliberate and determined evil
habits, attitude or  actions that clings to us
must also be removed.  Holy God will speak

only to a holy heart. 'Putting aside the filth' and
'receiving the Word' - both have to happen
simultaneously. Just as filth in the ear can make
a person deaf, filth in the mind will make him
deaf to the Word of God. The words of Apostle
Paul in Colossians 3:8-10 and Apostle Peter in
1 Peter 2:1,2 emphasize the same thought.

2. The person has to have meekness. The
biblical term “meekness” refers to a total
subjection to God’s purpose and a willingness
to learn from God. Jesus Christ describes the
"meek" as "blessed" (Matthew 5:5). Meekness,
humility or modesty displays a child-like attitude
to accept the Word. Then our hearts become
good and fertile groumd for the seed of the Word
to grow.

The Apostle finally comes to the result that
such a response to the Word produces in the
believer: it will "save our souls". The idea of the
term "salvation" is about the constant and
abiding work of the Word in the believer in the
process of his sanctification as S t. Peter
explains: "--- having been born again, not of
corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the
word of God which lives and abides forever"
(1 Peter 1:23). St. Peter is talking about the
role of the Word of God in a believer's rebirth or
"justification". The Word continues its work by
abiding in him and helping him to be a doer of
the Word in the process of his "sanctification"
until his "glorification" or the completion of his
salvation that happens at the second coming
of the Lord.

Let me conclude with the words of Apostle
Peter: "Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice
and all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and slander of
every kind. Like newborn babies, crave pure
spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow up in
your salvation" (1 Peter 2:1,2). Let all speaking
of the Word and the hearing or receiving of the
Word be with no malice towards anyone. Let
the Word be pure, spiritual milk for the growth
and sanctification of believers.
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Once upon a time simplicity was the trade
mark of pentecostal community. People were
attracted to this movement tremendously.  In
every area of their life in the world this quality
was reflected. Regrettably today the simplicity
is seldom seen in our midst.

English dictionary gives a beautiful meaning
to this word, such as, the state of being simple,
the quality of being unmixed or freedom from
subtiility. In fact they were
free from all kinds of
complications or
complexity. Their deeds
and actions were so clear
or transparent. Nothing to
hide!

The typical example we
can see at the Jerusalem
temple - the lives of
apostles like Peter and
John. They could declare
to the lame man without
any difficulty: “we have no
silver and gold..” (Acts.
3:1-5). Probably, the
beggar’s purse may have
been fatter than theirs!
They never had luxurious
apparel or money making
attitude. No showing off in
their life!

Coming to the life of  Jesus, we can obviously
see the beauty of simplicity. Though He had
heavenly glory and unexplainable privileges,
Jesus came to the earth like a poor boy. Even
Mary was from an insignificant city, known as
Nazareth. After His birth the infant was laid
down in a manger of cattle shed. The life of
Jesus was a most excellent example of
simplicity.

Materially, none of them
became rich after

following Christ. But they were able to keep
purity, honesty and integrity in an
uncompromising way. Certainly they were great
men of God. Among them, there was no
competitive spirit, no envy, no greed or lust for
position. The Lord therefore used them in a
mighty way with signs and wonders.

Today, in this modern era, how will this reality
of simplicity work out? Very difficult. Today’s

churches, including pentecostals, are
wilfully ignorant of the message of
simplicity, but run after materialism
and luxurious life style. We don’t often
see such simple people anywhere.
The most erroneous teaching of today
is the ’prosperity gospel’. They blindly
interpret the Word of God for their own
purpose and convenience. They  are
really weed sowers. They tactically
twist the Word of God to satisfy the
whims and fancies of hearers. Our
functions like wedding ceremony and
even funeral service have became
displays of luxury. Due to covid19,

things are changing. That is any way a
good sign.

At the same time simplicity is not
moneyless life, but it is our quality or
attitude or approach towards the things
of the world. Definitely, simplicity is
the sign of our godliness. The holy
scripture has never said that materialism
is the mark of spirituality.

Today, there are more believers and less
disciples. Many are like those soldiers at
the foot of the cross, looking for acquiring
the garment of Jesus. They don’t need
Christ, but something from Jesus. The so
called believers of today need everything

from Jesus, not Christ. We have
been called to live like Jesus. The
question of the time is, is it
possible to return to simple and
transparent life? Answering this
question may take time. But it is
high time to think about it, and hold
fast simplicity and honesty. This
quality must become our trade
mark for the cause of the gospel.
Then surely we can bring back the
first century experiences to the
church and attract people to
christianity. Let the world see the
beauty and power of simplicity.

What is the meaning of the name Jesus?
We know it is Savior! Savior is Redeemer!

Jesus redeems. From what? From
sickness? From poverty?

That’s what is preached today. However what
does the Bible say? "And she shall bring forth
a son; and thou shalt call his name JESUS; for
it is he that shall save his people from their
sins" (Matthew.1:21).

Jesus is JESUS
because He saves you
from your sin. We all know
JESUS forgives our sins
and that is the maximum
preaching in churches
today!

Yes! JESUS forgives our sins. However He
becomes JESUS when He redeems our sins.

Today, when a sinner comes to the church
we ask the person to pray the "sinner’s prayer"
and he is happy because he has no more hell -
he thinks - and we are happy as our membership
increases.

Jesus forgives and
redeems us from our sins.

What I mean here is victory over
sin in everyday practical life.

Many people pronounce a sinner’s prayer
and continue in their sins. In most of the
churches no one is speaking about victory over
sin ... Jesus becomes redeemer in my practical
life only when I exercise His power day by day
to resist sin. Jesus saved and He is saving. His
redemption power is in me. I need to excercise
it day by day.

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Rejoice In What GOD Is Doing

With Our Lives!

What God does for us is a matter of great
jubilation. God’s presence in our life and His
authority and agenda over us is a matter of real
rejoicing. In most cases our rejoicing may be
centred in ‘who we are’ and ‘what we do.’ But it
must be turned over in our thinking and living to
“God who is” and “what He
does for us.” We hold on, not
because we can get
something out of what we do,
but simply and gratefully
honouring the eternal
choosing of us, and the grace
bestowed in our weakest
moments and vulnerable
situations that sustained us
till now. "And if by grace,
then it is no longer of works;
otherwise grace is no longer
grace. But if it is of works, it
is no longer grace; otherwise
work is no longer work"
(Romans 11:6). People of this
world rejoice in what they are
going to get out of it. When
they don’t get it their joy
disappears. We are to rejoice
in what we are in Christ and
what He is doing with our
lives. Then, it can be a
lasting joy now and forever. It
is a matter of great joy that we could live a God-
centred and Christ-like life to fulfil kingdom
purposes.

Our life is a journey and we must travel with
a deep consciousness of God. God says, “Be
holy as I am holy” (1 Peter 1:16). As obedient
children, let ourselves be pulled into a way of
life shaped by God’s life. We know we have a

future in God. There is no need to slip back into
our old ways of living to satisfy our own desires.
The kind of living is sketched out in the Sermon
on the Mount to live out our God-centred identity
(Matthew 5:48). We have to clean up our lives
by following the truth; we are to love one another

as if our lives depended on it
(John 13:34). As we read in
1Peter 3:15, we are to be
ready to speak up and tell
with utmost courtsy, when
people ask us ‘why we are
living the way we are’. There
is possibility to live with a
head full of “fine saying” and
an “empty heart”. It creates
pride in knowing some good
ideas, and it could lead us to
think that “we are better than
others”. This is actually a real
hindrance for the work of God
in our lives.

 Sometimes, God’s
instructions to obey may not
fit with our reasoning. Here,
we can keep in mind the
words of Peter: “nevertheless,
at you word I will let down the
net,” or “because you say, I
will do it” (Luke 5:5). The good
thing in Peter is that he

decided to obey in spite of his unbelief and
reasoning. The greatness of God is experienced
in obedience. The response of Peter after
experiencing the result of obedience was that
“Master, go away, I am a sinner, and I can’t
handle this holiness and power,” or in Luke 5:8,
“Depart from me, for I am a sinful man, O Lord.”
In order to become fishers of men, they had to

"Rejoice in the Lord always. Again I will say, rejoice! --- Be anxious for nothing,
but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your

requests be made known to God; and the peace of God, which surpasses all
understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus"

(Philippians 4:4-8)

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use the boat as per the Master’s instructions.
They used the boat as a platform for Jesus, as
the boat was used to bless them and transform
them, and they left the boat to hold on the One
Who holds “key to their life-boat.”

We hold on because of the conviction that
God has chosen us by His grace and purpose
for us (Romans 11:5-6). Although we live in a
power-dominated world, the model we have in
Jesus is that He never used the path of power
to protect but made Himself vulnerable and
sacrificial, deliberately choosing the path of
powerlessness. He became just like us in pain
and temptations. The world continues to be
power-hungry with money power, muscle power,
power of technology etc. We
notice these days even the
children think of acquiring
power to be a super-man or
spider-man! But we know that
the world is starved of love,
care and concern when
people use power to control
and manipulate others to
harness more power for
selfish ends. Our Lord
insisted us to receive power
from above before proceeding
with the proclamation of
truths (Acts.1:8). This power
is required to suffer and
sacrifice for the Master. In the
inter-play of love and power,
we know that power
dominates and dictates.
When the “power of love”
overcomes the “love for
power,” the world we dwell
will experience the Kingdom
of God. In fact the people in the world expect to
love even the unlovable and the unwanted of
the society.

Stay with Jesus every day and every
moment to have power to live on the cruel edge
of this world. We are to stay on with Jesus to
have the prevailing power to see the goodness
of God and His presence. We notice in Psalm
27:4 that David asked the Lord for only thing,
to live with Him the whole life contemplating
His beauty. It is a fact that what we associate
and with whom we spend time influence us to
become what we are – for better or worse. David
desired to dwell with God and dwell deeply in
His presence. He desired to hear the heartbeat

of God all the days to draw strength from Him
to live a fruitful life. When David contemplated
God’s beauty, he contemplated His sufferings,
sacrifices and care for us.

We read in Genesis (2:2) that God rested
on the seventh day after the work of creation.
God’s resting is symbolic of us finding rest in
Him, for He is our rest and recreation. Man’s
efforts may be with the intention to indulge and
insist, but it is futile to find rest. We find rest by
listening to God, walking and working with Him.
Jesus said in Matthew 11:28: “come and follow
me to have life abundant". Abundant life has to
do with our capacity to give love and receive
love, experiencing that extravagant love lavished

on the cross for us. His
generosity on us propels us
to live a life of lavish and
liberal love without measure
and without counting the cost.
The promise of rest is
available to anyone and
everyone who listens and
obeys. It is to all who take it
to heart what Jesus offers,
without hardening the hearts.
This promise is always
available for God’s people.
"There remains therefore a
rest for the people of God.
For he who has entered His
rest has himself also ceased
from his works as God did
from His. Let us therefore be
diligent to enter that rest, lest
anyone fall according to the
same example of
disobedience" (Hebrews
4:9-11).

Even in a badly “fallen world,” we catch a
glimpse of the original goodness, because that
goodness appeared in Jesus. God in His
compassionate passion restored the peace and
joy in the Kingdom of God, envisaging and
establishing in every generation. The Holy Spirit
guides and empowers us to enjoy the “peace
that surpasses all understanding” and the joy
that is unspeakable. Jesus assures us of peace
and joy amidst apparent tumult and the roars
of a steep and dangerous water fall. However
bleak it may look at present, this peace is ours
in spite of our depressing days. We have God’s
guarantee to have the golden promise of grace
upon us (John 14:27; Philippians 4:4).

- FOUR -

“But reject profane and old wives’ fables, and exercise yourself toward godliness.
For bodily exercise profits a little, but godliness is profitable for all things,

having promise of the life that now is and of that which is to come.
This is a faithful saying and worthy of all acceptance” (1 Timothy 4:7-9)

What is BETTER than

Physical Exercises?

In this passage, Apostle Paul compares
Christian service to an athletic regimen as he
speaks of doing exercises that has godliness
as its end result. Instead of wasting time on
useless myths, we should exercise our minds,
intellect and will power towards attaining
godliness. Such exercise involves reading and
studying the Bible, prayer, meditation, obeying
God’s Word daily, fellowshipping with other
believers, and other
acts of Christian
service. Stock says,
“There is no such thing
as drifting into
godliness; the ‘stream
of tendency’ is against
us”. There must be
exercise and effort
from our part!

Paul compares two kinds of exercises:
‘physical exercises’ and ‘exercises to attain
godliness’. Physical exercise has certain values
for our bodies, but these values are limited and
of short duration. Godliness, on the other hand,
is good for our spirit, soul, and body, and is not

only for our time on earth but for eternity as
well. Godliness yields the greatest joy in this
life, and it holds the promise of great rewards in
eternity.

Let us understand that discipline in
godliness affects both our present and future
lives. Let us put at least as much effort into our
spiritual lives as we do in our recreation and
hobbies – this will make such a great difference!

Physical exercise is
important, but spiritual
exercise is even more
essential. Both
discipline and devotion
are needed to make a
winning athlete and an
effective Christian!

“Therefore I run
thus: not with

uncertainty. Thus I fight: not as one who beats
the air. But I discipline my body and bring it
into subjection, lest, when I have preached to
others, I myself should become disqualified.”
(1 Corinthians 9:26-27)

Physical exercise is important, but
spiritual exercise is even more
essential. Both discipline and

devotion are needed to make a
winning athlete and an effective

Christian!

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Abraham was a man like us from
a home of idol worshippers, but
became Friend of God and Father of
believers because of his faith in God,
obedience to God and sacrificed his
best to the Lord. He had backslidings
and victories in life but he grew in faith.

God commanded Abraham to leave
his country and people and go to the
land to be shown by God (Genesis
12:1-3, Hebrews 11:13). Abraham at
the age of  75  left his comfortable
family life and set out on his journey
with his wife Sara and nephew Lot to
“no where” without a road map.
Abraham responded submissively
with fortitude to a strange voice he
never heard before. God had a plan
when He called Abraham to give birth
to a great nation (Genesis 12:3) . The
plan was not for a particular nation but
for all people in the world to have a
personal relationship with the Creator
God through a Saviour Jesus Christ.
A man of faith and obedience left his
land without knowing where is the
promised land. Abram meaning
'exalted father' was changed to
Abraham  meaning 'father of nations'
(Genesis 17:5). God called Abraham
with a purpose to redeem and save
humanity through a Saviour of the world
as He promised at Eden (Genesis
3:15). Abraham separated himself
from his country and people to become
alien and stranger on earth (Hebres
11:13). His call involved promise and
obligation. God expected obedience,
faith and personal commitment to Him
as Lord to receive what He promised.
As he arrived in Canaan, the promised
land, he built altars for the Lord and
no monuments wherever he went.
Prayer and worship are the backbone
of the people who are called by God.

2, There was a famine in the land

Abraham’s growth
in faith, obedience and sacrifice

and Abraham failed in the test and lost
his vision (Genesis 12:10). He forgot
that he came to the promised land
according to God’s call. He went down
to Egypt forgetting the promise of God
and His call. When he went to Egypt
he asked his wife to tell Egyptians that
she is his sister. A backslider is under
the influence of Satan . He told half
truth about Sara. Satan always cheat
people with half truth, distorting words
of God and white lies. Remember devil
is father of lies. He feared that he would
be killed because of his beautiful wife
(Genesis 12;12). Fear is the weapon
of Satan. That is why Bible repeats “Do
not fear” 366 times. Satan uses fear
to make people commit sin. Sign of
Holy Spirit is courage. See how
Apostles became bold after they were
anointed by Holy Spirit (Acts chs 2 and
3). Abraham would be treated well by
Pharaoh because of his wife (Genesis
12:13). What a fall!. He forgot God
callled him and promised blessings
(Genesis 12:,2,7). As he expected he
was treated well by the King of Egypt
because of  beauti ful Sara. He
acquired, sheep, cattle, men servants
and maid servants including Hagar
(Genesis 12:16). He acquired material
goods and financial prosperity for the
sake of his wife and not from God.
What a tragedy!  When we say
Abraham was rich, remember he got

materials from Pharaoh and not from
God. Owing to the backsliding of
Abraham Pharaoh and his household
suffered serious diseases (Genesis
12:17). The backslider became a
curse to the society.

He did not build any altar in Egypt,
he lost worship and relationship with
his God. When he got material
prosperity, he got separated from God
and worship. His wife had to go the
palace of King of Egypt. Abraham fell
into the bottom of curse. He got maid
servant Hagar (Genesis 12:16,16:14).
She was cause for all future problems.
His prosperity severed relationship with
his nephew (Genesis 13;6,7).
Abraham’s material prosperity is a sign
board for God’s people. Abraham
returned from Egypt as a wealthy man

When he returned from Egypt
Abraham knew his mistakes and built
altar at Bethel in the name of God
(Genesis 13:4,18) and he gave
preference to his nephew Lot
concerning choice of land (Genesis
13:9)  Loving and forgiving God forgave
Abraham of his backsliding and
renewed His promise of blessing
(Genesis 13:15-17) to his generation.

Though Lot left Abraham and
settled down at Sodom, he rescued
him from the enemies (Genesis 14:16).
Abraham's 318 trained youth (Genesis
14:14) show that he had a large clan.
It does not mean Abraham had a large
mansion of several rooms, they stayed
in tents as nomads do. In financial
matters concerning human rewards, he
declined to accept them (Genesis
14:23). He grew in faith in God by
refusing to accept riches of  the
Canaanites. It reveals the change of
attitude towards material prosperity
and his dependence on God.

4. Abraham called God as Lord

Bangalore
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(Sovereign) and made the first recorded
prayer (Genesis 15:2). His battle with
gentile kings made him fearful and God
assured him: “do not be afraid, I am
your shield and your great reward” but
Abraham responded that he had no
child and no heir. God took him outside
and showed heaven and stars and
promised his generation wi ll be
likewise. Abraham believed God’s
word .At his age, it was difficult to
believe God’s promise of getting a son
and generations like stars, but he
believed and it was credited it to him
as RIGHTEOUSNESS (Genesis 15:6).
Righteousness means right
relationship to God and His will. God
became his shield and reward. What
a great blessing! His faith in God made
him friend of God and father of believers
(Hebrews 11:6). It was hard and
impossible to believe his offspring
would become like stars
when he had no child and
was in advanced age. But
blessed Abraham took God
at His word.

God’s second promise
was simple that God would
give the land to Abraham’s
offspring. Abraham came
Canaan believing that God would give
him the land for his generation. He
believed he would get generations like
stars in the heaven though he had no
child. When God reiterated Hs promise
Abraham asked, ”how can I know that
I will gain possession of the land”
(Genesis 15:8). Abraham, father of
believers should not have doubted
promise of God. Abraham doubted
God’s word and He decided to make a
covenant with Abraham to make him
sure of His promise and asked him to
“bring a heifer, a goat, ram, dove and
pigeon“ (Genesis 15:9). Abraham
brought them and cut them half except
birds. Though God did not give laws of
sacrifice, Abraham knew mind of God.
He did not cut the birds half because
of God’s law (Levitics 5:8). God told
Abraham that not only his
descendants inherit the land but also
they will be slaves in another country

for four hundred years (Genesis 15:13).
Because Abraham did not believe the
word of God, his descendants had to
go Egypt and live as slaves. In fact
Abraham’s disbelief of God’s word,
Joseph had to go Egypt as a slave. A
great man like Abraham should not
have questioned the word of God.
Reaction was great. It is a warning for
believers. Zachariah made same
mistake (Luke 1:18).

4. Sara found a quick and easy way
to fulfill the promise of God of getting a
son. In other words Sara became a
small god to Abraham. She advised
Abraham to take Egyptian maid
servant as his wife (Genesis 16:3,4).
He should have sought advice of God
being friend of God. He accepted
advice of Sara without enquiring God’s
will. He accepted wrong  proposal of
wife. What a fall !!  No person is

infalliable or perfect except Jesus
Christ. Abraham  found short cut to
fulfill promise of God. When we face
problems we may doubt God’s word
and His faithfulness and find our own
ways as solution for our problems
Abraham was not an exception. When
Hagar found herserlf pregnant she
despised her mistress  Solomon says
earth can not bear up when maid
servant displaces her mistress
(Proverb 30:23). Now Sara found fault
with Abraham for the mistreatment she
experienced from Hagar. Wife always
finds fault with her husband for her
foolishness. Abraham washed his
hands and asked Sara to do whatever
she desires. Sara mistreated Hagar.
Tit for tat. Abraham should have
supported Hagar because his offspring
was in her womb. Hagar fled from
Sara..Hagar wandered in the desert
beside the road to SHUR (Genesis

16:7) without water. Our God is always
with hewers of wood and drawers of
water. An angel found Hagar and asked
her to go back to her mistress. God
never accepted Abraham’s
misadventure and He never called
Hagar as wife of Abraham . Angel called
her “Servant of Sara” (Genesis 16:7).
Hagar wandered at SHUR without
water and Children of Abraham
wandered at  SHUR without water for
3 days (Exodus 15:22). As you sow
so you generation will reap unless you
confess and change your way. Hagar
gave birth to a son named Ishmael
meaning 'God hears'. But God was
unhappy with Abraham for his unbelief
of  His promise. God did not
communicate with Abraham for 13
years (Genesis 16:15, 17:1). God
renewed His promise with Abraham
with a condition that he should walk

before Him and be
blameless (Genesis 17:1).
Abraham fell down before
God and God renewed His
covenant. Abraham started
to grow in faith and in
obedience henceforth.

5. Abraham obeyed
God in having sent Hagar

and Ishmael out (Genesis 21:12,14).
Kid and mother were in the desert
without water and food. God heard cry
of the boy because he was son of
Abraham. An angel appeared Hagar
and promised Ishmael would become
a great nation and showed her a well
of water (Genesis 21:17-20). God
heard the cry of Ishmael and not of
Hagar because he was son of
Abraham. Ishmael was sent out of
home and Abraham’s great grand son
Joseph was sold as slave to
Ishmaelities (Genesis 39:28). When a
saint makes an error result will be
pathetic.

6. After God renewed His covenant,
Abraham grew in faith and never went
back. Abraham was paradigm for
hospitality, he invited three strangers
to his tent and arranged food for them
(Genesis 18:1-8, Hebrews 13:1). They
were angels of God and God renewed

Righteousness means right relationship to God and
His will. God became his shield and reward. His faith

in God made him friend of God and father of believers.
It was hard to believe his offspring would become like
stars when he had no child and was in advanced age.

But Abraham took God at His word.
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His promise of giving a son next year.
God treated Abraham as His friend and
disclosed His plan to destroy Sodom
for the sins of the people there.

Abraham believed the promise of
God given at Mamre. Like a friend
Abraham remained standing before the
Lord pleading for the people of Sodom
(Genesis 18:22). Abraham did not
waver after he received promise from
the Lord at Mamre (Romans 4:16-25).
He prayed for a long time (Romans
4:17-22. He was a man of prayer. He
hoped against hope knowing his old
age and was medically weak to
become a father. But he took God at
His word. He became father of
believers. His faith was great.

7. Abraham grew in sacrifice.
Abraham’s faith and commitment to
God were tested. There is no Christian
life without a test. Temptation is from
Satan and test is from God.
Isaac, his life long hope was
everything for Abraham.
Lord wanted to prove that
Abraham loved Him more
than Isaac. Whatever and
whoever we love more than
our God is our idol. We can
not love Mammon and
Christ simultaneously. The world and
its desires pass away, but the man who
does the will of God lives forever (1 John
2:17). True believers will be tested and
pass through bitter experiences in life.
The Lord asked Abraham to sacrifice
his beloved son Isaac as a burnt
offering at the Mount of Moriah
(Genesis 22:1). Abraham knew God
could raise the dead because the Lord
promised him that through Isaac his
offspring would be reckoned (Hebrews(
11:18). His faith was at zenith. Next
morning he prepared to go Moriah for
burnt offering, worship, in obedience
to God. He started to go a place to be
shown by the Lord and third day he
saw the place (Genesis 22:4). He
removed first obstacle - servants - for
worship (Genesis 22:5). He said he and
son will come back after worship. What
a great FAITH! He was sure he will
come back with Isaac after the

worship. He placed the wood for the
burnt offering on Isaac (Genesis 22:6).
Isaac had to bear the burden because
he has to get blessings and not the
servants. Praise the Lord for the
burdens and sufferings for the Lord in
our lives. No crown without cross. We
can sing it is all well with me at the
end. I remember the hymn that we
learned in Sunday School, “I will
exchange my cross for the crown”. A
day will come when my Lord will give
me crowns for  the crosses and
sufferings for Him and ministry. One
local pastor once told me his
experience. His centre Pastor was not
in good terms with him for reasons he
did not know. There are some leaders
who do not know the principles of
leadership and insult subordinates in
public. We should learn fundamental
principle never to insult a person in

public, whether subordinates, wife or
kids. One monthly meeting, a senior
pastor in his so called message was
insulting the local pastor without
mentioning his name. Out of grief and
shame the local pastor prayed in
silence and he saw a vision that
whenever the senior Pastor threw
insulting words, a pearl was added to
his crown on his head. When the
meeting was over local Pastor went to
the senior Pastor and told him “Pastor
thanks for the pearls and diamonds”.
Stunned Pastor asked explanation and
he narrated his vision. Senior Pastor
apologized to him (Romans 12:20).
Abraham became a living sacrifice
(Romans 12:1,2). When he took knife
to slay his son, his idol was gone from
his mind and God took the place as
all in all his life. At once Lord called
him and he recognized the voice.
Abraham descended from Mount
Moriah reciting “Jehovah-Jireh” in each

step. His idol is gone .He saw eternal
home and not material prosperity
(Hebrews 11:9,10,19). He became
father of Messiah (Genesis 22:17).
God sometimes tests faith of His
children (1 Peter 1:6-7, Hebrew 11:35).
Testing is an honour and is for
blessings and rewards (1 Peter 4:12-
14). All the promises and blessings to
Abraham have come to Jesus Christ
and His people (Galatians 3:16).
Temple of Jerusalem was built on the
Mount Moriah (2 Chronicles 3:16). God
promised that his descendants would
be blessed and we see his name in
Jesus’ genealogy as fulfilment of the
promise (Matthew 1:1).

Abraham’s life teaches us that call
to discipleship is call to adventure.
Disciples have to leave their families
and comfort and security of their places
and ways to go they know not where

and to do they know not
what. But there is loving
God to answer their prayers
and grace of Jesus Christ
to lead them and Holy
Spiri t to guide them .
Christ’s call is to make us
perfect and follow Him and
live in a strange land with

strange people and make them His
disciples. No man is infallible and
perfect and no saint in Old Testament
is our model. Abraham is not a model
for material prosperity but of faith,
obedience, sacrifice and commitment.
When his wife died he had no place to
bury her but had to purchase a property
(Genesis 23:20). By faith Abraham
made his home in the promised land
like a stranger in a foreign country, he
lived in tents as did Isaac and Jacob,
who were heirs with him of the same
promise. For he was looking forward
to the city with foundations whose
architect and builder God (Hebrews
11:9,10).

Our hope is “when our Lord Jesus
Christ appears we shall be like Him,
for we shall see Him as He is..
Everyone who has this hope in Him
purifies himself, just as He is pure“ (1
John 3:2,3).

Abraham is not a model for material prosperity
but of faith, obedience, sacrifice and commitment.

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The Value of Observation

People mostly make use of their
five senses (sight, sound, hearing,
taste, and touch) to take in the
happenings around them. Parents
often advise their young children to be
quiet and pay attention (“listen”) to what
is being said. The Oxford online
dictionary defines observation as “the
action or process of  observ ing
something or someone in order to gain
information”. Observation is more than
merely hearing and/or seeing, it
involves perceiving. (Deuteronomy 29:4,
Isaiah 6:9-10, Ezekiel 12:2, Matthew
13:13-15, Acts 28:25-28, Romans
11:8-10). Observation essentially helps
us to gather information about the
world around us, make better
decisions, communicate well and
behave in an appropriate manner.

In the Bible, there are several clans/
tribes/ groups we can learn from, if we
observe or pay attention to them:

1. Levites – for their
Faithfulness

While Moses was busy
communing with God up on Mount
Sinai, the Israelites ganged up on
Aaron until he made them a golden calf
to worship as “the god that brought
them out of the land of Egypt”. Moses,
in anger, then makes a call “for those
who are on the Lord’s side to come to
him”. The sons of Levi respond to this,
and at Moses’s instruction, proceed
to kill about 3000 men that day
(Exodus 32:1, 26-28). As a reward for
their faithfulness, Levites are not
counted in the census of fighting men
and are tasked instead with carrying

and maintaining the tabernacle and all
its furnishings (Numbers 1:49-50).
Further, God takes this tribe for Himself,
in exchange for all the firstborn of the
Israelites (Numbers 3:11-13), and goes
on to promise Himself  as their
inheritance (Deuteronomy 18:1-2,
Joshua 13:33, Malachi 2:4-6). We later
see Phineas, grandson of Aaron,
continuing this zeal at the time of Israel
intermingling with the Moabites and
worshipping Baal of Peor. By executing
a sinful couple, he effectively stays a
plague that by then had killed 24,000,
and is commended by the Lord
(Numbers 25:1-13, Psalm 106:28-31).

2. Inhabitants of Jabesh
Gilead – for their Loyalty

The people of Jabesh Gilead are the
only group that does not obey the call
to gather together to fight against the
tribe of Benjamin as punishment for
their evil ways (Judges 21:8-9) and are
almost all killed as a result. However,
soon after Saul is anointed the first
king over Israel, he is called to assist

the people of Jabesh Gilead, who have
been threatened by Nahash the
Ammonite. Angry and indignant, King
Saul summons all of Israel (330,000
soldiers) and utterly defeats the
Ammonites (1 Samuel 11). They
pledge allegiance to King Saul and
remain loyal, such that after the
Philistines kill him and his 3 sons and
desecrate their bodies, they risk death
to retrieve the bodies from Beth Shan
and give them a decent burial within
the land of Jabesh Gilead (1 Samuel
31:11-13, 1 Chronicles 10:11-12). The
next king, David, commends them
when he hears of their valour (2 Samuel
2:4-5), and some years later has Saul
and Jonathan buried in the familial
tomb (2 Samuel 21:12-14).

3. Rechabites – for their
Obedience

The Lord has Prophet Jeremiah
summon a clan called the Rechabites
in order to prove a point to the people
of Israel (Jeremiah 35). Their ancestor
Jonadab (Jehonadab), son of Rechab,
was a Kenite who worked alongside
Jehu to rid the northern kingdom Israel
of all worshippers of Baal after the
killing of King Ahab, Queen Jezebel
and all those loyal to them (2 Kings
10:15-28). However, he makes his
descendants pledge never to drink
wine, live in cities, build houses, or farm
fields, and to dwell in tents instead.
Prophet Jeremiah tests the
Rechabites by inviting them into the
Lord’s Temple and offering them an
abundance of wine to drink. They
refuse, stating that they have

"Now all these things happened to them as examples, and they were written for our
admonition, upon whom the ends of the ages have come. Therefore let him who thinks he

stands take heed lest he fall" (1 Corinthians 10:11,12)
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steadfastly obeyed their ancestor
Jonadab’s command, and explain that
they moved into the city of Jerusalem
only for fear the armies of King
Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon, and the
Syrians. God, speaking through
Prophet Jeremiah, contrasts the
obedience of the Rechabites to
instructions of their earthy father with
the disobedience of the Israelites to
Word of their Heavenly Father spoken
through His servants the prophets. God
then pronounces punishment upon the
Israelites, but commends the resolute
obedience of the Rechabites by vowing
that they would never lack a man to
stand before Him.

4. Bereans – for their
Diligence

On Paul’s second missionary
journey (49 to 52 AD), he travels to
northern Greece with Silas and
Timothy, after having a vision one night
of a Macedonian man pleading for help
(Acts 16:9-10). Preaching at Philippi
(where Lydia and a jailer are saved –
Acts 16:14-15, 25-34), then
Thessalonica, Paul strives to convince
the Jews about Jesus by preaching in
their synagogues, but also uses the
Greek tradition and culture of
reasoning and philosophising to convert
several notable Greek men and women
(Acts 17:2-4). However, some Jews
who are not persuaded create an uproar
in the city, leading to the brethren
sending Paul and Silas away by night
to Berea (Acts 17:10). The Bereans
readily hear the Word of God but
diligently examine the scriptures daily
to verify for themselves whether what
Paul and Silas preached was true. For
this, they are commended as being
more fair-minded (KJV – “noble”) than
the Thessalonians (Acts 17:11-12).

Conversely, there are some groups
which we need to be warned about:

5. Gibeonites – for their
Trickery

The Gibeonites were a clan of
Hivites, original dwellers of the land of
Canaan, who God commanded the
Israelites to completely destroy from
the Promised Land. However, they lie
and pretend to be peace ambassadors
from a far country, and trick Joshua
and the elders of Israel into making a
covenant with them to do them no
harm. Caught in a covenant made
without consulting the Lord, Joshua
realises they have been deceived and
that the Gibeonites live very close by.
Unable to revoke their oath sworn in
the name of the Lord, Joshua puts them
to work as slaves – woodcutters and
water carriers for the Israelites. (Joshua
9).

Years later, King Saul in his zeal
for Israel, goes against this oath of
protection and attempts to exterminate
the Gibeonites (2 Samuel 21:2). While
he is unsuccessful and dies before he
can achieve this objective, his
successor King David ends up bearing
the consequence, sufferingthree
consecutive years of drought during his
reign (2 Samuel 21:1). Upon asking the
remaining Gibeonites what he may do
to make atonement, they ask for seven
male descendants of Saul’s to be given
to them to hang till death. Two sons
and five grandsons of King Saul are
subsequently handed over to them to
kill (2 Samuel 21:3-9), violence thus
begetting more violence. Only after
David has their bones buried along with
Saul’s in the family tomb does God
respond to prayers and heals the land
(2 Samuel 21:12-14).

6. Danites – for their Idolatry

Dan was the fifth son of Jacob, and
first son of Bilhah, Rachel’s handmaid.

His descendants form the tribe of Dan,
once of the 12 tribes of Israel. They
had talented artisans among them like
Aholiab, who worked with Bezaleel in
bui lding the tabernacle and al l
associated articles (Exodus 31:6) and
Huram-abi, who executed the designs
of Solomon in building the first temple
of the Lord (2 Chronicles 2:13-14).
Samson, considered a majorjudge,
who judged Israel 20 years and wrought
victory for Israel against the Philistines,
was also from the tribe of Dan (Judges
13:2, 15:20, 16:30).

However, we note that the tribe of
Dan is omitted from the list of tribes
whose descendants are sealed,in the
Book of Revelations (Revelations 7:4-
8). This is generally attributed to be
punishment for their idolatrous ways.
The tribe of Dan, instead of fighting
against the Canaanites for their
allotted territory, abandon that region
altogether and make their way
northward, conquering a remote
peaceful country of Laish instead.
Along the way, they adopt Micah’s
idolatry and abduct his household
priest, even putting up a show of force
by 600 warriors when Micah chases
them to retrieve his silver gods and
priest. (Judges 18). Later, after the split
of united Israel into northern Israel and
southern Judah, Jeroboam who rules
Israel is fearful that the people will be
tempted and defect to King Rehoboam
of Judah if they frequent the Lord’s
Temple at Jerusalem for various
sacrifices. To counter this threat, he
sets up two calves of gold at the
extreme ends of his territory: Bethel
in the south and Dan in the north,
thereby causing Israel to sin grievously
(1 Kings 12:26-30, 2 Kings 10:29).

Let us prayerfully learn from each
of these groups that have been
recorded in the Bible as examples to
us, and choose to live led by the Holy
Spirit.

"Therefore we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we drift away. For if
the word spoken through angels proved steadfast, and every transgression and disobedience received

a just reward, how shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began to be
spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him" (Hebrews 2:1-3)
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Three Scientific Discoveries
That Call for a 'God Hypothesis'

Oxford biologist Richard Dawkins
wrote: “The universe that we observe has
precisely the properties we should
expect if there is, at bottom, no design,
no purpose, no evil, no good, nothing but
pitiless indifference”. Dawkins and other
“atheists” have long insisted that science
has excluded the possibility of a creator
or at least, rendered it unnecessary. But
Cambridge-educated philosopher of
science Stephen Meyer writes in his
latest book, “The Return of the
God Hypothesis”, that the
biggest discoveries of the last
century challenge the
materialistic worldview and call
science back to its theistic roots!
He notes that most of the
founders of modern science
were devout Christians and the
scientific method itself emerged
from assumptions found only in
a Christian worldview, such as
the intelligibility of nature and
the need to constantly test our
fallen intuitions against the
facts.

Three key twentieth-century
discoveries, argues Meyer, challenge
materialist assumptions and point, not
just to an intelligent designer, but to a
transcendent God.

1) Breakthroughs in astronomy,
physics, and biology began to
undermine materialism.  For example,
telescopes began to challenge the
proponents of a steady-state universe.
More and more evidence mounted that
the universe was, in fact, not eternal, as
many scientists had long assumed. If
instead, the universe came into being at
some point in time, it must have had a
cause outside of itself, outside of space,
time, matter and energy.

2) Another discovery is, how finely
tuned the universe is. The very laws that
govern the cosmos, such as gravity,
electromagnetism, nuclear forces, and
the cosmological constant, are precisely
calibrated in such a way that makes life

possible. There is not a reasonable way
to explain this “just right” situation within
a naturalistic worldview.

3) Materialists thought that Darwin’s
theory was a silver bullet against design
arguments. Darwin, however, knew
nothing about DNA, the inner structure
of the cell, or the crucial role information
plays in the existence and propagation
of life. The more we learn about them,
the more outdated this “God is no longer
necessary” hypothesis seems to be.

The universe we live in has properties
one would expect it to be designed by a
God who had us in mind when He made

the place. This assumption was an
original conviction of many who launched
the scientific revolution. It is the
conviction of a growing number of
scientists today who are willing to admit
the design they see in the heavens, the
laws of nature and under the microscope

as evidence for a 'God hypothesis'.

The Limits of Artificial
Intelligence

One of the strangest aspects of
today’s world is that you spend a lot of
your day telling a robot that you are not a
robot. Every time we access data on the
web, every customer service call we
make and every ordering process we
start involves not just using a machine,
but communicating with a machine. We
have smart phones, smart cars, smart
networks, etc. which are now the

gatekeepers of information,
transportation and commerce.

But, how smart are they?
The quest for artificial intelligence

tends to recreate and even surpass the
purely computational abilities of the
human brain. Computers can now play
games and analyze images faster and
better than humans. At the same time,
there’s real doubt as to whether
machines are anywhere near matching
wits with their creators. According to an
article in ‘The Guardian’, “Despite the vast
number of facts being accumulated, our
understanding of the brain appears to
be approaching an impasse”. It is
estimated that about 95 percent of brain
activity involves what are called
spontaneous fluctuations, or neural
impulses, independent of both
conscious thought and outside
influence. That’s a problem that shuts
machines down. For computers,
spontaneous fluctuations create errors
that crash the system, while for our
brains, it’s a built-in feature. Uniquely
human thought arises from this chaos,
this spontaneousness, unpredictable
and unreproducible. What we think of as
intelligence arises from reason, logic,
and processing and is what the
machines can, at the best, achieve.

How can an object that wants nothing,
fears nothing, enjoys nothing, needs
nothing and cares about nothing have a
mind? Will a computer celebrate if it beats
chess master Kasparov? It doesn’t care
about chess or anything else. It plays the
game for the same reason a calculator
adds or a toaster toasts: because it is a
machine designed for that purpose.

However sophisticated the
computer’s performance, it will always be
a performance. The more we learn of the
brain and of human consciousness, the
more it affirms that humans are not just
machines. A naturalistic worldview will
never be big enough to explain human
discernment, motivation and behavior!
That is why the Psalmist declared: “I will
praise You, for I am fearfully and
wonderfully made; Marvelous are Your
works, And that my soul knows very well”

(Psalm 139:14).
