"When Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple whom He loved standing
by, He said to His mother, “Woman, behold your son!” Then He said to the disciple,
“Behold your mother!” And from that hour that disciple took her to his own home"
(John 19:26,27)

All other disciples except John ran away and
hid themselves in fear for their lives when Jesus
was arrested by the Roman soldiers. John
remained near the cross of Jesus. He was the
only courageous person among all the
disciples. As John stayed there, he got the
privilege of receiving some new assignments
from the Master.

God assigns new responsibilities to people
who are ready to take up challenges and face
difficult situations courageously. Many such
examples can be seen in history.

There are people who consider Jesus as a
victim of crucifixion and
persecution. That is a

general public. Ignoring all dangers, these
women were standing near the cross because
real love removed all fear from their hearts.
There was one another person at the foot of
the cross in addition to the four women. That
was none other than disciple John. What could
be the reason that John chose to be near the
cross unlike the other disciples who ran away?
Was there so much closer relationship between
John and the Master than others? Certainly, yes.
First of all, they were brothers — John was the
son of the sister of Mary, the mother of Jesus.
In addition to that, all the disciples had pledged
to remain with their
Master, no matter what

Jesus could work miracles and He was
a good friend. Hence John decided that he would
stay with Jesus at all circumstances. He was
prepared to undergo any hardship for Jesus.

John has described his relationship with
Jesus Christ later on in his writings. He has
explained that it is easy and simple to maintain

good relationship with Jesus. It can be
expressed through love, care and mercy and
can be readily shared with others, too.
Another person who had a deep affection
for Jesus was His mother, Mary. No one could
fathom the multitude of feelings passing through
the mind of Mary as she was standing near the
cross. Gospel writers have mentioned that Mary
keptin her heart all the incidents happeningin
the life of her Son from His childhood (Luke
2:51). But her dreams had crashed all of a
sudden. Her own son whom the people thought
to be the Son of God and Messiah was now
hanging on the cross! Mary would never have
dreamt that such a situation would happen in
the end. She was standing at the cross as a
mother. For her, Jesus was her own son even if
the crowd saw Him as a convicted criminal.
As Mary was standing near the cross, the
words that Simeon spoke in the Temple when
she went there with the
child Jesus could have

had passed away many years ago.As the eldest
son, Jesus had to take up the responsibility of
looking after the family. Hence He carried on
with the profession of His father until He set out
for His public ministry. Now He was hanging on
the cross nearing the point of death. Jesus
would not leave His mother without any one to
support her. He decided to entrust her into safe
hands of John and told her, “Behold your son”.
Jesus set the example by obeying the
commandment of God: “Honour your father and
mother”.

Both Mary and John had one special attribute
in common. They acknowledged in their heart
that Jesus was the Son of God and the Saviour
of the world.

Rev. Richard Wurmbrand
and the Tap Code:

The life and witness of Rev. Richard
Wurmbrand provide a profound illustration of
Christian endurance under persecution.
Imprisoned in various Romanian prisons,
including Jilava and Gherla, because of his
Christian faith, Wurmbrand endured years of
severe suffering from 1948 to 1956 and again
from 1959 to 1964.

His imprisonment subjected him to
extraordinary physical and psychological
torture. He was confined to dark cells infested
with rats, which frequently crawled over and bit
him during the night, making sleep nearly
impossible. At times he was denied food and
forced to coexist with vermin under inhumane
conditions. For nearly three years he was held
in complete isolation without light or sound, a
deprivation so intense that he reportedly began
to forget how to speak.

The methods of torture employed against
him were designed to
break both body and

against his family and relentless humiliation
sought to crush his resolve.

Yet amid these relentless sufferings,
Wurmbrand demonstrated remarkable spiritual
courage. His resilience was rooted in a profound
awareness of the transient nature of suffering
and the enduring reality of God’s presence.
Rather than allowing prison to become merely
a place of despair, he transformed it into a
sanctuary of worship and witness. He shared
the gospel with fellow prisoners through a coded
communication system known as the “Tap Code”
or a prison Morse-like code, tapping messages
through the walls of his cell. He sang hymns in
subdued tones and recited Scripture from
memory in the absence of a Bible, sustaining a
vibrant spiritual life in the midst of darkness.

Suffering as a Divine School

Experiences that human beings describe as
bitter afflictions may, in fact, represent new
chapters in God’s school of formation. Suffering
rarely repeats itself with
the same intensity, for

spirit. He was exposed
to freezing temperatures
while unclothed, only to
be suddenly transferred
to overheated cells,
causing severe physical
trauma. Continuous
beatings left permanent
scars on his body. His
hands and feet were

anguish and searching questions, yet it

culminated in a transformative encounter with
God. At the conclusion of his ordeal he

declares, “My ears had heard of you but now
my eyes have seen you” (Job 42:5). Through
suffering, Job gained not merely answers but a
deeper knowledge of God Himself.

Similarly, the wisdom literature of Scripture
recognizes the relationship between knowledge
and sorrow. Solomon observes: “For with much
wisdom comes much sorrow; the more
knowledge, the more grief” (Ecclesiastes 1:18).

Humanity’s desire for knowledge, first
manifested in Eden through Eve’s choice to eat
from the tree of the
knowledge of good and
evil, introduced suffering

axe she carried and saving both herself and her
child.

This incident, which occurred in 1978,
attracted national attention and eventually led
to her receiving the Shaurya Chakra, one of
India’s highest civilian gallantry awards.

The Meaning, Memory, and

Lalsadhingi: Courage Born in Crisis

Human suffering often reveals hidden
reservoirs of courage and resilience. An
extraordinary example is found in the story of
Lalsadhingi, a young woman from Mizoram,
India. While gathering firewood in a forest with
her small child, she was suddenly confronted
by a man-eating tiger. In a moment of life-
threatening danger, she acted with remarkable
courage, striking the attacking animal with the

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"Communion"
And the Corinthian Church

There are only two sacraments ordained by
our Lord Jesus Christ for the New Testament
church. One is baptism and the other is the
Lord's table. Even though our Lord conducted
the first communion and set an example for how
it should be done in our Sunday worship, he
did not give any elaborate teachings on it.

Paul provides us with further insight into
communion. There are four concepts in
chapters ten and eleven of 1 Corinthians that
we need to focus on to gain Paul’s
understanding of the communion.

1. Communion shows that we are
one in the Lord. (1 Cor. 10:14-17).

This was a

she will tear one piece of it and hand it over to
the next person and it will continue around the
table. This is how Jesus and His disciples
celebrated communion. Paul did the same thing
in Corinth. The reference to ‘one bread’ is not a
symbolic statement in 1 Corinthians 10: 17. They
literally ate from one bread.

2. There is a table of the demons
and the Lord’s table.

What was the table of demons? Paul was
referring to a powerful cult they had in Corinth
called the cult of Dionysus. Dionysus, the
ancient Greek Olympian god of wine and

festivity, was worshiped
in central and northern

Greece, the Aegean
islands and the Greek
colonies. Corinth was
such a colony. (The word
colony had a different
meaning then. It referred
to a class of cities in the
Roman Empire).
Sometimes Dionysus

classes. But on Sunday,
they all became brothers
and sisters when they came to worship Jesus.
The proof was that they were eating from the
same bread and drinking from the same cup.
According to Middle Eastern customs, if you
share your bread with another, you have
accepted the other as your brother. Thousands
of our people either work or have worked in the
Middle East. They know how the Arabs share
the ‘kuppus’. They tear one piece of it and then
hand over the bread to the next person. He or

was called “Eleutherius”
or the liberator. The
tables at parties in his honor had unlimited wine
and meat available. They had wine, music and
ecstatic dance that freed his followers from self-
conscious fear and care. Those who partook of
his mysteries were believed to become
possessed and empowered by the god himself.
When Paul established the Lord’s table in
the Corinthian church and started talking about
the elements as meat and wine, it created a
confusion in the minds of the believers there.

They came from a background of celebrating
the table of Dionysus. There, they literally had
meat and wine. Here Paul was also talking about
meat and wine. Was communion a Christianized
version of Dionysus table?

Paul told them that one is the table of the
demons, and the other is the Lord’s table. Paul
uses the Old Testament system of sacrifices,
where the meat was given to the person (except
in sin offering), to show that you identify with
whichever table you celebrate. When they
celebrated the Dionysus table, they identified
with him. But now they are new creations in
Christ. The old have passed away. When
believers in Jesus celebrate communion
together, they become one body, the body of
Jesus on earth. Their identification is with Jesus.
As a Christian, you cannot participate in the
communion and then go back and participate
in the table of Dionysus or drink the cup of the
Lord and the cup of the demons again.

3. Communion is not the same
as a love feast.

Paul addresses the difference between the

communion and the love
feast in chapter eleven.

the Lord’s Supper and why it is so centrally
important. | received my instructions from the
Master himself and passed them on to you.”
(The Message Bible).

4. Communion is a serious
___ business.

Paul, as he continues his teaching on the
communion, after reiterating what he learned
from Jesus himself, warns the Corinthians not
to take communion in an unworthy manner. He
challenged them to examine themselves before
they took part in communion. This meant a
number of things. First of all, the communion
was instituted for the disciples of Jesus. A
disciple of Jesus is one who has obeyed His
commandments (John 14:15). Until you become
a disciple of Jesus, even if you are attending
the worship services of a church, you should
not participate in the
communion. Seindg/the communion
sends a message that ‘we are one in the Lord.’
If you have an issue with a fellow believer in
your church, you cannot participate in
communion until you reconcile. You will be

inviting judgment upon
yourself. This is why we

Corinthian church had
members of different
social classes.

As is his style, James begins this
section with questions - two questions
in the form of rebuke. Altogether, there
are twenty questions in this epistle.
Through them, he exposes their evils:
quarrels, conflicts, sensual desires,
covetousness, murder, and misguided
asking. He reminds them that they
receive nothing not only because they
do not ask, but also because
they ask wrongly.

them. At the time James wrote, Jewish
Christians had not yet formed a clearly
distinct identity. Therefore, the evils
mentioned here - quarrels, conflicts,
and desires - are not strictly separated
between Jewish Christians and Jews.
Some scholars argue that although
Christians were not sinless, this
passage does not imply that they had
fallen so far as to commit sins like
murder (4:2). Thus, they attribute these
evils to non-Christian Jews. However,
Paul warns in Galatians: “If you bite
and devour each other, watch out or

you will be destroyed by each other”
(Galatians 5:15, NIV). Therefore, it
cannot be conclusively stated that
James is addressing only non-Christian
Jews. Whether Jews or Jewish
Christians, such evils are
unacceptable.

The Greek terms used
are ‘'polemos’ (war)
and ‘mach’  (fight). Polemos denotes
serious, warlike conflict,
while mach refers to disputes or
battles. These terms reveal the
aggressive nature of their relationships.

Hedonistic thought evaluates life’s
success by the degree of pleasure
experienced. According to motivational
hedonism, pleasure and sorrow are the
driving forces of human life.

Desire
led some to neglect prayer,
while it led others to pray

grasping something before
physically obtaining it (cf.
Matthew 5:28). Such desire reflects an
uncontrolled mind. Earlier, James
addressed the evil of an uncontrolled
tongue; here he turns to the
uncontrolled mind. Both are equally
destructive.

“You shall not covet” is the last
commandment of the decalogue given
to Israel (Exodus 20:17). James has
already warned: “Then, after desire
has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and
sin, when it is full-grown, gives birth to
death” (James 1:15, NIV). Life apart
from Christ is described as ‘living in
malice and envy, being hated and
hating one another” (Titus 3:3, NIV).

obtaining anything. The inclusion of
“kill” alongside desire and coveting
raises interpretive difficulty. Desire and
coveting are common human
experiences, but killing is not -
especially among believers.

The Greek term used
is ‘phoneute’(you kill). Some scholars,
such as Rev. T. K. George, suggest
that this may be a textual issue,
proposing a reading closer to “you burn
with envy” (Epistle of James and Jude,
123). However, even if literal killing is
not intended, it remains plausible that
uncontrolled desire can lead to envy,
strife, and even violence. The readers

improperly. Such prayer is no
better than not praying.

“When you ask, you do not
receive, because you ask with wrong
motives, that you may spend what you
get on your pleasures” (James 4:3,
NIV). Though marked by quarrels,
envy, and even violent intent, some
were not prayerless - they prayed, but
wrongly. Evil desire did not eliminate
prayer; it corrupted it.

They treated prayer as a means of
satisfying their cravings. The
selfishness within such prayer
invalidates it. Because they do not ask
rightly, they receive nothing. Wrongly
motivated prayer is not true prayer - it
is merely lip service, a waste of time
and effort. ®

school. The performance is to take
place not in the assembly hall, but in
the headteacher’s own office - a place
of honour and authority.

Now, the student cannot simply
walk into the office unannounced and
request an audience with the
headteacher. School protocol does not
work that way. Instead, the student’s
class teacher speaks to the
headteacher on the student’s behalf,
arranges the meeting, and personally
escorts the student into the office.
Because of the class teacher’s
relationship with the headteacher, the
student is welcomed and given the
opportunity to perform.

However, as the moment
approaches, the student begins to feel
nervous. What if the words of the song
are forgotten? What if the musician
loses confidence or cannot remember
the next notes? To help, the music
teacher accompanies the student into
the room. Throughout the performance,
the music teacher stands nearby,
offering guidance, encouragement, and
gentle reminders whenever needed.
With such support, the student is able
to perform confidently and
successfully.

This simple story provides a helpful
illustration of how to pray and the
Triune God.

The headteacher represents God
the Father. He is the One to whom our
prayers are directed. Just as the
student performs before the

headteacher, believers bring their
worship, thanksgiving, praise, and
requests before the Father.

The class teacher represents Jesus
Christ, the Son. Because of His saving
work, we are given access to the
Father. We do not approach God
based on our own merit, but through
the name and authority of Jesus, who
brings us into the Father’s presence.

The Bible describes Jesus as our
great High Priest. Hebrews 4:14-16
says: “Since then we have a great high
priest who has passed through the
heavens, Jesus, the Son of God, let
us hold fast our confession. For we do
not have a high priest who is unable to
sympathize with our weaknesses, but
one who in every respect has been
tempted as we are, yet without sin. Let
us then with confidence draw near to
the throne of grace”.

Just as the class teacher in our
story personally escorts the student
into the headteacher’s office, Jesus
brings believers before the Father. Yet
He does even more than that.
Because He became fully human,
experienced temptation, and
understands our weaknesses, He
sympathises with us in our struggles.
Therefore, we can approach God’s
throne with confidence, knowing that
Jesus has made the way open for us
and intercedes for us before the Father

"Trinitarian pattern of prayer"

The music teacher
represents the Holy Spirit.
The Spirit remains with
believers, helping them when
they do not know what to say,
strengthening them when they
feel weak, and guiding them

in prayer. Just as the music
teacher gently prompts the student
when the next line or note is forgotten,
the Holy Spirit assists Christians when
they struggle to pray.

The Apostle Paul highlights this
role in Ephesians 6:18, instructing
believers to be “praying at all times in
the Spirit”. Likewise, Jude 1:20
encourages Christians to be “building
yourselves up in your most holy faith
and praying in the Holy Spirit”. The Holy
Spirit is not merely an observer but an
active helper who empowers and
guides believers as they come before
God.

Therefore, the Bible presents a
beautiful Trinitarian pattern for prayer:
We pray to the Father, through the
Son, in the power of the Holy Spirit.

Just as the student could
confidently enter the headteacher’s
office because of the help and support
provided by the teachers, Christians
can confidently approach God because
of the work of the Trinity. The Father
graciously receives our prayers, the
Son opens the way into His presence,
and the Holy Spirit helps us as we pray.

Moral:

Prayer is not something we do
alone. God, in His grace, has provided
everything necessary for us to come
into His presence. Through Jesus
Christ we are welcomed before the
Father, and through the Holy Spirit we
are strengthened and guided in our
prayers. Therefore, Christians can
approach God with confidence,

humility, and trust.
