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However long may be our fuse, we finally
explode. The difference is only in the time it
takes. Remember, on its way to the explosive
crux the ignition keeps the fuse hot. That is
the fretting all of us go through occasionally.
The Psalmist, an old wise man (Psalm 37:25)
gently admonishes “do not fret!” (Psalm 37:1).
I am certain that he might have learned this
valuable lesson from his long journey of life.

The Hebrew verb translated as “fret” has the
sense of “heating up” or “being hot”.  Though
most translations translate it
as “fret”, if given the
opportunity I would translate
it as “do not fume over”.

The psalmist talks about
the godly people becoming
envious of the godless people
who are faring well in their life.
Though godly seems to have
all that they need, and doing
well, they fret over the
comparatively better benefits
that the ungodly have. So, the
Psalmist elaborates the idea
of “fretting” as “being envious”
in the next line.

The trigger that causes our
fretting may not be the same
as what the Psalmist
describes here. Though the
reasons for fretting over might
be different, the cure that the
psalm prescribes apply to all
scenarios of fretting. It is a “one size fits all”
kind of remedy.

Before we move on to talk about the cure,
we need to understand that if left untreated
fretting could harm us extremely badly. It
causes tremendous stress that may paralyzes
us. Most importantly, it blocks our mind in such
a way as that we cannot focus or hear God.

Three Shades of Trust

"Do not fret because of evildoers, Nor be envious of the workers of
iniquity. For they shall soon be cut down like the grass, And wither as the

green herb. Trust in the Lord, and do good; Dwell in the land, and feed on His
faithfulness. Delight yourself also in the Lord, And He shall give you the

desires of your heart. Commit your way to the Lord, Trust also in Him, And
He shall bring it to pass" (Psalm 37:1-5)

Fretting is a spiritual impediment. It may lead
us to fight with those who cause us to worry,
where victory is not always assured. What
makes us fret may still hold the fort after a war
of words.

Trusting in God is the remedy to get over
getting over fretting: trust over fret! According to
the Psalmist, trust is divided into three shades,
and we need each one. Trust in God should be
focused, joyful, and wise.

First, trust in should be focused. “Trust in
the LORD and do good; dwell
in the land and feed on
befriend faithfulness” (Psalm
37:3). In the following lines he
elaborates what trusting the
Lord means.

 I understand this line as
saying, trust in the Lord while
you keep doing good. The
focus in on doing good or
being fit for the purpose for
which we are created by God.
In the Bible “being good” is to
serve the purpose for which
something is made. An apple
that cannot be eaten is not
good apple nor a rose that
never blooms is not a good
rose worth keeping. Trusting
in the Lord is to take our eyes
off from what distracts us from
our God-ordained task. When
we are immersed in serving

God’s purpose in our lives, there is no time to
fret over anything.

Focussed trust comes with its own rewards
which is dwelling in the land in order to feed on
God’s own faithfulness. The word translated as
“befriend” in ESV can also be rendered as “feed
on.” (See the ESV note). As we focus in fulfilling
the God-ordained purposes in our lives, God

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responds by constantly supplying us by his
faithfulness. He makes us satisfied.

A second shade of trust in God is joy, it is
joyful trust. “Delight yourself in the LORD, and
he will give you the desires of your heart” (Psalm
37:4). The word “delight” evokes the experience
of eating. We don’t eat to just fill the stomach.
In choosing the places to eat and ordering the
food, we make sure our eating
is a delightful experience.
That is why the restaurant
reviews talk about the décor
of the place. That is the reason
why the menu card also
carries the pictures of the food
(along with the price). When
we eat, we roll the food in our
mouth before swallowing it. No
child washes down M&M (the
chocolate brand) with a glass
of water though each piece of
M&M looks like tablets. But
they are colourful chocolate
balls. Those who love M&M
allow it to slowly melt in their mouth, cherish
its taste if it remains and takes another one
when the one in the mouth is gone! That is
delighting in.

Trusting in God should be a similar delightful
experience. God rewards by such trust by
granting the desires of our heart. When we
delight in God, God keeps us delighted in him.

When trust in God raises to that level of
delightful experience then there is no reason to
fret. We are fully engrossed in what God has
done in our life.

A third shade of trust is that it is wise. We
don’t trust God blindly, but it is insightful that
brings a divine calm in to our lives. “Be still before
the LORD and wait patiently for him” (Psalm

37:7). What is being still?
Stillness is that quality of life
that there is nothing to be
anxious about. The psalm
opens with a wise
observation that the things
that we usually fret over are
not there for ever. “For they
will soon fade like the grass
and wither like the green herb”
(Psalm 37:2). From his life
lessons, the old wise man
realized that the pomp and
glory of the godless would not
last forever. It is this divine
insight on life that enriches

our trust in God. To trust God is not to be foolish.
It is the wisest choice we have made.

When God orders our lives, we don’t need
to spend energy on venting our frustrations. We
don’t stall on the way like a car that stops in
the middle of nowhere on the highway as the
heat builds up in the engine. As it has always
kept itself cool, it runs its course steadily.

woman tried to teach and ask
boy repeat obscene word, the
little boy retorted, “I am a prince
and I would not use obscene
word”. Her efforts failed and she
returned the boy to Revolutionary
leaders. Children  of God are
known by their  behaviour and
spoken language. As a symbol
that the lost son  is received as his beloved son
and not as a slave the loving Father gave him
sandals on his feet. They began to celebrate.

When I saw the picture of the prodigal son
kneeling before his father and pressing his face
against hs cheek, I could fathom the love of my
God. At the thrilling voice of the father “this son
of mine was dead and is alive again, he was
lost and is found”, they began to celeberate
(Luke 15:24). We should worship our God not
out of fear but out of love. Sometimes I see
myself as the repentant son with a
compassionate Father God. All who are saved
through faith in Christ are sons of God by His
grace and we have right to call Him “Abba,
father”. No intercessor or mediator except Lord
Jesus Christ is needed to go to our God. There
is a chance that saved person should become
a backslider (Hebrews 10:26). Once saved
person can become a backslider and be lost. It
is not how we started our Chritian life but how
we ended. Dr.Robert Shank, a Baptist Pastor
has clearly described in his book, ’Life in the

Son” that once saved is not saved for ever. I
remember once late Pastor T M Varghese of
CGI telling that salvation will never be lost but
saved person can be lost. We have ample
examples of backsliders in the annals of

The young man grew up as son but lost his
inheritance and sonship. He came back to hs
father and was accepted as son when he
confessed and decided to turn a new leaf. Sin
made him a person of need, no contentment in
life. When he came back, he got position higher
than he expected because of his repentance.
But no mention of any property given to him.

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me even a young goat so I could celebrate with
my friends. But when this son of yours who
has squandered your property with prostitutes
comes home, you kill the fattened calf for him“
(Luke 15:28-30). Though the older brother
stayed at home, his mind was with friends in
celebration, he obeyed his father as a slave

for returning home. There are many so called
spiritual people who do not commit adultery,
cheating, stealing and other sins because they
are not getting opportunities or have no courage.
They commit all kinds of sin in thoughts. If we
commit sin in action, we feel guilty and sin
conscious. Then we will repent, confess and
turn a new leaf but we do not confess the sins
of thoughts. Beware sins in thoughts are more
dangerous than in action. Apostle Peter said
to the people, if they repent of their sins, God
will forgive them. Bible very
clearly says that if we repent
and confess our sins, God wil
forgive us. Same Peter tells
Simon repent and pray to the
Lord for forgiveness. PERHAPS
He will forgiving you for having
such thoughts (Acts 8:22). Sins
committed in thoughts and
imaginations are more
dangerouns. Self control in
thoughts and imaginations are
indispensable in Christian life.

We should worship God out of love and not out
of fear. When I was young I never disobeyed
my mother because I knew it would grieve her
and I never desired to hurt feelings of my mother.
As a Father our God claims for Himself as the
authority of love and compassion. Our lust,
anger, jealousy, egoism, resentment and all
sorts of sin pierce the pure heart of our God.
He never forces Himself on any person but
always waiting for children to return. He gave
free will and individual freedom to all human
beingss. Look unto our Lord who died on cross
for our sins. A christian should be known by his
love for all, even enemies, as his Lord is.

The younger son went out with his
inheritance and eventually got the job of feeding

pigs. He was in need (Luke
15;16). He was full of shame
and reget for his sins and
backsliding and he was in
bondage of Satan. The older
brother was angry, self righteous
and envious. He was also in
slavery (Luke 15:29). He was
serving as a slave to his father!
The slavery of sin and the
sublety of sin makes the Father
(God) unhappy. Some people
serve God and church for
recognition and position. The
elder brother was full of jealousy

and he brought up the matter of prostitutes. He
was concerned about the sins of his brother
and not of his. Our Lord wants us to know that
He loves sinners and hates self righteousness.
God forgives all our sins if we repent, confess
and decide to turn a new leaf. When we resent
forgiveness out of self righteousness, we attack
the blood of Jesus, who shed blood for us.

In God, manhood, womanhood, fatherhood
and motherhood are present. Father’s heart
goes out for both sons. He loves both his sons,
he desires to see them both live together as
sons of same father. God desires all His
children live togther peacefully and lead moral
and spiritual life in this world so that they can
live in the new world with Him forever. Jesus led
an ideal life for us to follow so that we shall be
like Him when He appears. Everyone who has

Fullness of Grace and Glory!
1 Peter 1:13

Thus far the Apostle Peter wrote concerning
the supreme salvation. God, in His infinite wisdom
has chosen us before the foundation of the world
in Christ Jesus by the Holy Spirit. We have studied
in I Peter 1:1-12 of an incredible pursuit of the
triune God after the descendents of Adam. God
paid the price with the life blood of His only son for
all those who come to him by faith. The supreme
salvation is supplied by grace through faith to all
those who come to Him. Let us study chapter one
verse thirteen in this article. 

Therefore: Whenever we see ”therefore” or
“wherefore” remember it is there for a reason. 
This phrase is repeated many times in this epistle
(see 2:1, 4:1, 7, 19; 5:1, 6). It is a reference back to
what is already written previously . It means,
accordingly, consequently, because of, as a result
of. In light of, so on and so forth. It is a term of
conclusion. Here in this verse Peter makes
reference to the supreme salvation and related
spiritual blessings. In light of this supreme
salvation, every person who is saved must pay
close attention to what is written in the verses here
after. God the Holy Spirit gives three challenges,
or commands, in verse 13. Let us consider these
three commands in this article. 1) Gird up the loins
of our Mind (2) Be sober (3) Hope to the end for the
grace that is to be brought unto you.

1. Gird Up the Loins of Your Mind. 

Peter used to gird himself physically as an
active young man (see John 21:18). The King
James Version reads “Gird up the loins of your

mind. This phrase, “gird up” is found many times
in the Bible, speaking of preparedness and
readiness. In the amplified Bible it is written “ brace
up your mind”. In the New American Standard Bible
or NASB it is, “prepare your minds for action.”  God
told Job twice to gird up his loins to converse with
the Lord (see Job 38:3; 40:7). God told Jeremiah
to gird up his loins to speak the word of the Lord to
the people (see Jeremiah 1:17). So this phrase,
“gird up” means get ready in our minds. Peter uses
this phrase metaphorically to emphasize the
importance of strong convictions in our minds
concerning our faith and practice. 

Apostle Paul wrote the same phrase while he
wrote about the full armor of God. Every child of
God is a soldier in the Lord’s army. Thus every
soldier in the army of the commander in chief,
Jesus Christ, must gird up, or tighten the belt of
truth around the loins. This is a very significant
part of the spiritual uniform of the Christian warfare.
Peter and Paul might have had the  armor of
Roman soldiers in their minds while they wrote
this. Soldiers as well as anyone who must get
into serious action must have whatever they wear
be held together. We are commanded to put on
the  full armor of God; girded your loins with Truth
(see Ephesians 6:11; 14). Every work requires
preparedness to do it right. In Christian life we
need to love the Lord our God with our whole heart,
soul and mind (see Matthew 22:37). We live in a
very loose world, where loose, liberal, careless,
worldly, wandering, unstable   thinking is common
and sadly generally accepted. We need to
remember that there is a battle for our minds. The
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The virgin birth,
the rejected life,

the cruel

resurrection, the

glorious
ascension and all

of it is not a
surprise to Jesus

Christ, the
second person of
the eternal Trinity.

God the Father,

enemy wants to get a hold of our minds and our
thinking. We need to be  held together with the
truth of God in our minds. We think in our minds.
Loose thinking leads to loose talking and behaving
or living. So let us be braced up in our minds. Buckle
up your minds with the truth of God. It speaks of
going forward in our Christian life with strong
determination. Our minds matter. That is why the
apostle Paul wrote, “be transformed by the
renewing of your mind (see Romans 12:2). Again
we read, take every thought captive to the
obedience of Christ (see 2 Corinthians 10:5). I think
it is Martin Luther who said, “you cannot keep the
birds from flying over your head; but you can keep
them from making a nest in your hair.” So let us
‘buckle up’, ‘belt up’, ‘tie up’ or ‘brace
up'..                                                                                                                                                            

2. Be Sober. 

Apostle Peter gives this command two more
times in this short letter. (See 1 Peter 4:7 and 5:8).
What does it mean to be sober? It means to be
free from intoxication or drunkenness. Be solemn
and serious. Being sober is the opposite of being
intoxicated. It means to refrain from anything, any
thought or anyone that is toxic. God’s people must
not be under the control of any kind of influence
that would cause poor decision making or
judgment. Stay away from any one, any thought or
emotions that are poisonous, venomous,
dangerous and destructive. Do not be controlled
by the influence of anyone, anything or any
emotions that are not according to the will and
word of God. Otherwise one can lose  spiritual
sobriety or clear mindedness.  God’s people can
get carried away with the latest trend, fad or fashion
whether in spiritual matters or other areas. The
enemy tries to intoxicate God’s people with the
love of money, love of self or pride, love of ungodly
pleasures, position and power. So the Holy Spirit
gives the same command through the writings of
Apostle Paul as well (see 1 Thessalonians 5:6; 2
Timothy 4:5; Titus 2:2,6). So be disciplined in every
area of life by the help and strength of the Holy
Spirit. Be calm, firm for the truth and graceful at the
same time. 

Let us look at what the apostle Paul wrote
regarding this important matter.  Think with sober
or sound judgment (Romans 12:3). We are no
longer children of darkness  rather we are the
children of light so be alert and sober (see 1
Thessalonians 5:6-8). Is the command to be sober
only for pastors or church leaders? Let us see
what the scripture says. Of course, ministers of
the Gospel must be temperate or prudent meaning
sober (1 Timothy 3:2). Be sober in all things (see 2
Timothy 4:5). Older men ought to be sober and
sensible (see Titus 2:2). Again Paul writes, urging
the young men to be sober and self restrained

(see Titus 2:6, &12). When a good teacher repeats
something sensible students will recognise the
importance of the matter. The Holy Spirit, the best
teacher, repeats to the ministers of the Gospel, to
lay believers of all ages, to young and old, to both
genders, to men and women, to believers of all
positions, to masters and servants, to everyone
to be sober.

3. Hope to the end for the grace that is
to be brought unto you

In the New American Standard Bible (NASB) it
reads as follows, “ ...fix  your hope completely on
the grace to be brought to you at the revelation of
Jesus Christ.” In common use this word “hope”
means  desire, wish, wishful thinking that
something may happen or may not happen. There
is no certainty, but there is doubt. But in the Bible
the word hope does not have that doubtful
meaning at all. The Greek word used is epis/elpizo.
This means a sure, certain assurance. There is
no doubt about it. Hope is not a nice feeling, rather
a certain trust in the  character of God who cannot
lie and his unchanging promises. God of the Bible
is the God of hope (see Romans 15:13). He has
given us the living hope through the resurrection
of our LORD Jesus Christ from the dead (see 1
Peter 1:3 , Matthew 28:6). Apostle Paul wrote that
our hope is in God who raises the dead (see 2
Corinthians 1:9-10). Our faith and hope are in God,
Peter wrote (see 1 Peter 1:21). Jesus Christ’s
return is our blessed hope (see Titus 2:13). We
have this hope as an anchor of the soul (see
Hebrews 6:19-20). Our hope is focused on Jesus
Christ (see 1 Timothy 1:10). This blessed,
glorious, living hope that enables us daily to live
without despair is the testimony of Apostle Paul,
which is our testimony also (see 2 Corinthians
4:16-19).

All the blessings and benefits we enjoy
including our blessed hope come to us from God
through his grace, for we do not deserve any of
his blessings because of our merits. We have no
merit in ourselves before God. Here we see that
grace is coming toward us. Grace is the special
favor and blessing of God that we do not deserve.
Salvation is by the grace of God. Thus we are
called by the grace of God (see Galatians 1:15),
saved by the grace of God (see Ephesians 2:8).
We live our Christian lives by the grace of God.
We are not able to please God without the grace
of God working in us and through us (see 1
Corinthians 15:10). Here in this verse we are
studying we see that more grace is coming toward
us. In other words we are justified by the grace of
God, sanctified by the grace of God, and will be
glorified by the grace of God, at the second coming
of our dear LORD Jesus Christ. 
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Can we truly COMPREHEND the
WISDOM of GOD?

10) including our temptations, our worry and
our sorrow. God’s purposes for today’ s
happenings may not be realized until tomorrow.
Many times we may struggle with the reality
that God knows what is best. As we rest upon
His promises and continue to lovingly serve Him,
God’s purposes will prove to be for our good
and will ultimately result in His praise and glory!

So, can we truly
comprehend the

God? No, we
cannot. However,
the end result of us
studying His Word
(in order to
understand His
wisdom) should be
worship and
adoration towards
God, and the end
result of our worship

should be our service to the God we love and

wisdom of God today knowing fully well that He
will not withhold anything that is good from us:
“For the Lord God is a sun and shield; the Lord
will give grace and glory; no good thing will He
withhold from those who walk uprightly.

Chinese Government rewriting
the Bible with Communist
principles!

A spokesperson for the Christian
persecution watchdog group, The Voice
of the Martyrs (VOM) warns that the
Chinese government is currently
attempting to rewrite the Word of God in
accordance with communist values.

China bans kids from attending
Church!

David Curry, president of Open
Doors, tells that China's persecution of
Christians is escalating. China is No.
17 on this year's 2022 World Watch List,
which ranks the countries of the world
according to the danger level for
Christians. Chinese Communist Party
knows that it cannot stamp out the
nation's Christians. There are an
estimated 100 million Christians in
China. So it is slowly strangling Christian
faith with high-tech surveillance. They
watch and track everybody in what they're
doing – through facial recognition and
other things. Christians in China must
attend government-approved churches
that face heavy regulations, such as the
editing of sermons. Because of that,
many Christians attend illegal
underground churches. Curry said.
“Those who are going to church too often
are not good communists. Therefore,
they should lose their job. Chinese law
does not allow children "under the age

of 18 to attend church". So parents either
have to disciple them themselves or
sneak them into some sort of Bible study.
What happens, in this case, is that the
kids may not be let into the college of
their choice if they attend Bible study, they
may not get jobs.

Church in the 'Metaverse'!

Digital technology has made it
possible for churches to function in the
early, uncertain days of the pandemic.
Many churches have chosen to keep their
live-streaming option in order to
accommodate their physically distant
members. But some churches have
gone a step or two further. Some have
opted for an online-only congregation,
abandoning a physical building and
physical gatherings altogether. Others
are starting “churches” in Facebook’s
new Metaverse, where people, or their
avatars, can “come” to church from
anywhere in the world with other people,
or their avatars, who join from anywhere
in the world!

Evangelicals have a long tradition of
using new technologies in the service of
evangelism. But new communication
methods must be evaluated on the
meaning and purpose that God has in
the institution of the Church.

 Christianity cannot be lived only
online. Its content cannot truly be lived
outside of the context of real people in
the real world. The faith of our fathers is
not simply attending a performance, or
even embracing a set of ideas about God
or Jesus. A church without doctrine is a
mere social club or an arbitrary special
interest group or a mere chat room. A
church must remain doctrinally correct.
The Body of Christ consists of real
people with real problems and cannot
be in the illusive world of an online
existence. A disembodied online
existence makes it too easy to hide who
and what we really are from those God
has called us to love. The Christian life
cannot be fully lived online. God has
called us to live at this real time and in
this real place.
