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Several church planting specialists in
America call the American church the Christian
industrial complex similar in nature to the
military industrial complex. One such writer said
that church as industrial complex unintentionally
turns spirituality into product, church growth into
a race, leadership into a business, and
members into consumers. I have met other
church consultants who believe the American
church has become the
spiritual Walmart, making
spiritual goods and services
to religious consumers. I
wonder if the observations are
true of the Indian churches.

The Bible clearly states
what the church should be.
The church is the ekklesia,
the assembly of the called. It
is the community of faith and
the family of God. It is not
supposed to be a club or an
organization, but a living
organism. It is to be a growing
community of disciples who
are growing spiritually and engaged in
evangelism and disciple-making.

Now take a look at our churches. Do we
experience church growth? Do we practice
evangelism?  What is the status of leadership
in our congregations?  Are we church members
or religious consumers? Have we become too
self-centered and self-absorbed, with our
leaders consumed with self-promotion and
preservation of culture and tradition?

Self-absorbed Churches!
Researcher George Barna reminded us that

we are not called to go to church but be the
church.  How are we doing on being the church?

The church is in the world, but not of it. We
are to attempt to save some from the fire instead
of watching the fire and taking comfort only in
our safety.

Jesus did not commission us to go and hold
services. The challenge was and is to go and

make disciples of all nations,
not just our offspring. Our
evangelistic efforts should
not be limited to our own kind.
God has planted us in a new
places and situations in India
and outside. We cannot
ignore our responsibility to
reach out to the people
around us in ways that are
possible.

A sugar factory must
produce sugar.

make disciples. Every believer must become a
disciple maker.

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A believer must be well aware of the time
we live in. According to Biblical Prophecy it is
perilous. Our Lord Jesus Christ has given
detailed discourse about the nature and events
of perilous end- time. Apostles like Paul, Peter,
John, and Jude have given ample space in their
epistles to describe and define the
characteristics of this terrible time. A wise and
vigilant believer cannot overlook these warnings
in our sojourn waiting for the rapture. Paul in 2
Timothy 3, lists 18 characteristics of the
perilous time to come in the last days. Our Lord
and other apostles have
said so much in detail
that a detailed discourse
is impossible within the
scope this article. It is a
humble attempt to briefly
scribble some of the
general characteristics of
this perilous end- time.

1. This perilous
end-time is of

Perverted Relationship

The life of a believer is
life of relationship, a right
relationship with God and
as result of it, a right
relationship to one
another in family, church,
and society. We preach the gospel of
reconciliation to restore people from bruised
and perverted relationship caused by human
fall. The right relationship with God and with
one another is well defined in the Bible. The
biblical model is submissive, mutual, respectful,
but the new generation of the end-time is more
self indulging. Families, churches, and society
at large are sicker than ever before due to
perversion in relationship. We see this in all

domains of relationship. Love dominant or driven
relationship between believers is substituted for
diplomatic association. Pastors are paid
employees to conduct the spiritual programs
of the congregations and therefore not guiding
shepherds of the flocks. Pastorship too is no
more a call driven divine passion but more of a
profession. Charles H. Spurgeon says: "a time
will come when instead of the shepherd feeding
the sheep, the church will have clowns
entertaining the goats". Paul talks of a time
where "savage wolves will come in among you,

not sparing the flock ---
and men will rise up
speaking perverse things
to draw away the disciples
after themselves” (Acts
20:29-30). "Every church
which the world likes the
best is sure to be that
which God abhors”, says
Spurgeon. Money, power,
position, and many such
things determine the code
and mode of relationship.
There is a big gap between
what the Bible describes
and what we display. What
we exhibit are the signs of
a perilous time described
by apostles.

The other sphere of perversion in relationship
is family. The Biblical p attern of family
relationship do stem from divine
commandments and therefore not from
convenience. Biblically love, respect, obedience,
and care are some of the values one must hold
fast to maintain the right relationship. Paul says
in 2 Timothy 3:2 that there would rise a
disobedient generation, who will undermine
divine values and commandments. This is
exactly what is happening in our time where

But know this, that in the last days perilous times will come: For men will be lovers of
themselves, lovers of money, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents,

unthankful, unholy, unloving, unforgiving, slanderers, without self-control, brutal,
despisers of good, traitors, headstrong, haughty, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of

God, having a form of godliness but denying its power. And from such people turn away!"
(2 Timothy 3:1-5)

therefore the family life is short lived and that
too without much happiness. It is a time where
men and women are “burned in their lust” and
self indulging, says apostle Paul in Romans
1:26,27.

Churches are filled with un-submissive
believers. Genuine love bond between members
are no more. We ignore the biblical pattern and
set perversion as the standard. Broken families
with disobedient children are so common in
churches today. The churches adjust to
accommodate the perversion rather than
correcting it. No doubt it is high time to realize
the hour we live in and be ready for the Lord
who is at the door as a thief in the night.

2. The perilous
end-time is of

Perverted Doctrine

Sound doctrine is one
of the strong foundations
of the church. Any
deviation from it will have
dire consequences.
Strong warning is given
against additions,
deletions, and
adulterations. The
apostolic teaching is the
scriptural standard of the
sound doctrine. Paul
urges Timothy to charge
some that they teach no
other doctrine. "For the
time will come when they will not endure sound
doctrine, but according to their own desire,
because they have itching years, they will heap
up for themselves teachers" (2 Timothy 4:3).
Though we have such clear apostolic mandate
and a cloud of witnesses who followed it
rigorously, we are easily carried away by the
wind and waves of trendy preachers who set
new doctrines after their imaginations with biased
interpretations. Our generation has witnessed
the fastest multiplying growth of perverted
doctrines more than ever before in the whole
history of Christianity. It is bewildering that
some of these doctrines are easily taking root
among the so called Pentecostals who stood
for sound apostolic doctrines for so many years!

The growth and wide acceptance these
doctrines are getting around the globe is

shocking! Some even misunderstand this growth
as end-time revival. The end-time revival bible
describe is totally different from this perversion.
A real spirit filled Christian will never be confused.
The growth of perverted doctrines is nothing but
the signs of perilous end-time. We must stay
vigilant and un-swayed. Apostle Peter says, “--
there will be false teachers among you, who
will secretly bring in destructive heresies, even
denying the Lord who bought them, and bring
on themselves swift destruction. And many will
follow their destructive ways, because of whom
the way of truth will be blasphemed. By
covetousness they will exploit you with
deceptive words” (2 Peter 2:1-3). Be aware that
we are in end-time. Don’t be easily carried away
by tickling words. Beware of these savage

wolves in sheeps' clothing
who deceivingly devour the
sheep, for they are
ambitious and brutish.
They breathe out their
venom with soothing
words.

3. The Perilous
end-time is of

Perverted Leadership.

We are the followers of
Christ, the greatest leader
incomparable. And we
follow the apostolic
leaders who followed our
Lord. Lord Jesus Christ
and His apostles are our
role models to look upon

and check the correctness of the code and
mode of our leadership today. Charismatic and
powerful leaders with clear vision were the back
bone of Pentecostal movement. They were men
of great passion, burning burden, and winsome
character. They were selfless, loving, imparting,
and building up the emerging leaders. Scripture
and history of Christianity present innumerable
role model leaders to us whose life and
principles are exemplary.

But we see a jeopardized leadership in our
generation. There is great perversion in
everything that is related to leadership. We see
visionless leaders with their missionless
followers forming a miserable church, deviated
from its purpose and destiny. We see wrong
persons installed on right positions and vice
versa. The great leaders of old became popular

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because of their vision, passion, burden,
followers, and so forth. But today the self
declared leaders popularize themselves to get
followers. They neither have a burning burden
with driving vision nor a clear destiny for their
followers. Paul’s phrase “savage wolves” is apt
for the kind we see today. Jesus says, false
shepherds steal, kill, and destroy. They don’t
feed the sheep but feed on sheep.

A more vivid picture of contemporary
perversion in leadership is
given by the Apostle Jude
in his short and compact
epistle. He says about
perversion as follows: The
perverted leaders rely on
their own dreams, they are
defiled in their flesh, and
they reject authority. They
are blasphemous and
corrupt themselves like
brute beasts. They walk in
the way of Cain, greedy like
Balaam, and rebellious
like Korah. These are
hidden reefs at your love
feast, as they feast with
you without fear, shepherd
feeding themselves;
waterless clouds, swept
along by the winds; fruitless trees in late autumn,
twice dead, uprooted; wild waves of the sea,
casting up the foam of their own shame;
wandering stars, for whom the gloom of utter
darkness has been reserved forever. They are
grumblers, malcontent, following their own sinful
desires; they are loud-mouthed boasters
showing favoritism to gain advantage.

Yes!  We live in a perilous end-time so near

to the return of our Lord Jesus Christ. The eyes
of our understanding must be open clearly to
recognize how far we have travelled from the
truth and standards set by our Lord and
apostles. Discern everything and hold fast what
is true. Check whether our relationship with God
and with one another is purely scriptural. Don’t
follow a doctrine because it is coming from
renowned person and has wide acceptance.
Don’t follow everyone who calls himself as

leader. Many things that
we see today are
preached or practiced in
perverted manner. Bible
clearly says that these
perversions are nothing
but signs of the arrival of
'the lawless one'. Paul
says: "The coming of
lawless one is by the
activity of Satan with all
powers of false signs and
wonders, and with wicked
deception for those who
are perishing, because
they refused to love the
truth and so be saved.
Therefore God sends
them a strong delusion,
so that they may believe

what is false, in order that all may be
condemned who did not believe the truth but
had pleasure in unrighteousness" (2
Thesselonians 2:9-12)

Yes, we live in a time of deception. Our Lord
is coming to gather His saints. Let us discern
all that is around and hold fast the truth and be
ready and holy to be caught up with in the mid-
air. Amen.

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How can we best DEFEND our
FAITH before OTHERS?

“But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts, and always be ready to give a defense to everyone
who asks you a reason for the hope that is in you, with meekness and fear; having a good

conscience...” (1 Peter 3:15-16)

Through the
above passage,
Apostle Peter tells
us clearly how we
can best defend our
faith before a
skeptical generation
who asks us ‘why we
believe what we
believe’. In other
words, we have to
be always ready to give an apologetic answer
defending our Christian faith and our blessed
hope in Jesus Christ.

In order to prepare ourselves with the best
defense of the Christian faith, first of all, we
should “sanctify the Lord God in our hearts” (v.
15a). To “sanctify” means “to set apart. ”So, we
should set apart Christ as the Lord and Ruler of
our lives. When we surrender ourselves under
His control, then only we will experience true
freedom. When we yield the throne in our heart
to Jesus, it is then only that he will rule over us.
All we do and say should be in His will, for His
pleasure, and for His
glory. He will then
guide us through any
difficult interrogation to
give profound,
thoughtful answers to
difficult questions that
are bombarded at us.

Our Christian faith
should thus be
defended by a
reasonable apologetic delivered with meekness
and fear. We should give our testimony with
meekness (humility) toward others and with fear
(reverence) toward God for what He has done.
In making this assertion, Apostle Peter has
quoted from Isaiah 8:12-13, which says: “Nor
be afraid of their threats, nor be troubled. The
Lord of hosts, Him you shall hallow; Let Him be

your fear, and let Him
be your dread”. So,
we should reverence
Jesus Christ by
making Him the
Sovereign Lord of
our lives. When we
are sensitive to His
presence in our
hearts, we are bold
and inspired to

witness with skill and authority.
So, rather than being fearful we should

commit ourselves afresh to Christ our Lord by
purposing to live for Him, and be ready to explain
to others gently and reverently why we behave
as we do. Readiness to confess Christ is an
important aspect of setting apart Christ as our
Lord, so we should always be prepared to
explain the difference that He has made in our
lives. We should always have a good
conscience, which will make us bold in
defending ourselves and our faith in Christ.

Last but not the least, Jesus has promised
us that he will give us
the right words and
profound wisdom that
no one can resist  - as
in the case of Stephen,
the first martyr of
Christendom: “And
they were not able to
resist the wisdom and
the Spirit by which he
spoke” (Acts 6:10) .

Fear not, God will enlighten us with the right
words so that we can best defend our faith before
others!

“Therefore settle it in your hearts not to
meditate beforehand on what you will answer;
for I will give you a mouth and wisdom which all
your adversaries will not be able to contradict
or resist” (Luke 21:14-15)

Meditations  from
"1 Peter"

- THREE -

God created all things and they
exist by His will, for His pleasure
(Revelation 4:11 ) . All living beings were
created with a soul and body, but it
was only man into whom God breathed
His Spirit. This great desire that God,
who is Spirit (John 4:24), had to
fellowship with the only created being
to have a spirit i.e., with humans, is
evident in the fact that God came to
the garden of Eden every evening, in
the cool of the day (Genesis 3:8) to
speak with Adam and Eve. As humans,
we are each comprised of spirit, soul
and body; let us not take lightly the
fact that our Creator yearns to
commune with our spirit all the time.

After the fall of Adam and Eve, as
wickedness was ever-increasing in the
world (Genesis 6:5), we see God
speaking only to a few faithful persons
like Enoch, Noah and Abraham. It is
only during Moses’s time as Israelites
are beig lead out of Egypt and into the
wilderness that God’s
presence is continually visible,
as a pillar of cloud by day and
a pillar of fire by night. Further,
He instructs Moses on Mount
Sinai to build an Ark and a
tabernacle, so that His
presence may dwell among
the Israelites. This tabernacle,
a simple tent, meant for
dwelling in, was always placed in the
centre of the 12 tribes of Israel, during
all their journeys.

Exodus 25-31 and 35-40 record
detailed descriptions of the Ark and the
tabernacle, as specified by God to
Moses, then diligently built by Bezaleel
and his associates. Yet it is to be noted
that perishable materials like wood and
linen were used to build the Ark and

which temple you are" (1 Crinthians 3:16,17)

the tabernacle. The tabernacle had an
outer court, where a bronze laver for
washing and an altar of sacrifice were
located. Inside the tabernacle was a
section called the Holy Place, where
the table with showbread, the golden
lampstand and the incense altar were
placed. Then separated from the Holy
Place by a veil / curtain was the Most
Holy Place, where the Ark of the
Covenant was placed under the Mercy

Seat covered by two cherubims.
The tabernacle and the Ark moved

together for almost 300 years, until the
days of Eli the priest. Eli had lost his
vision, both physically as well as
spiritually, resulting in revelations from
God becoming very rare in those days
(1 Samuel 3:1-2). In order to win a
battle against the Philistines, Eli
allowed the ark to be taken out into

the battlefield, in the custody of his
wicked sons Hophni and Phineas. The
result of the battle was that the Israelite
army was terribly defeated, both
Hophni and Phineas were killed, and
the Ark of God was captured (1 Samuel
4:10-11). While both groups – the
Philistines as well as the Israelites –
tend to regard the ark as an inanimate
box, God proves that He does not need
man to take care of His Ark: He
destroys the Philistine deity Dagon’s
image and ravages their cities with
tumors (plague) (1 Samuel 5), punishes
the people of Beth Shemesh (1 Samuel
6:19), and kills Uzzah for daring to
touch the Ark (2 Samuel 6:6-8).

After David finally manages to bring
the Ark into Jerusalem (2 Samuel
6:15), he expresses a desire to build
a temple dedicated to God (2 Samuel
7:1-2). This temple is finally
constructed by his son Solomon, over
a period of 7 years (1 Kings 6, 2

Chronicles 5). Solomon
broadly maintains the same
3 sections of the temple as
God showed to Moses for the
tabernacle: the outer court,
Holy Place and Most Holy
Place; while adding on
unique embellishments
according to the wisdom and
artistic sensibilities granted

to him. The Ark then finds a seemingly
“permanent” structure to be housed in.
The temple is demolished and
renovated / reconstructed several
times, until its utter destruction by the
Romans in 70 AD, who did not leave a
stone upon another stone and the Ark
of God was lost.

Each
believer is a living stone, being built
together into a spiritual structure, a
dwelling place for God who is Spirit,
and whose chief cornerstone is Jesus
Himself. The Lord chisels and chips
away at our rough edges by
chastening us, so that we may be best

Psalms 23 is the first psalm that I
and my siblings memorized. I am sure
many of us may have recited it when going
through different situations in life. The
main theme is this chapter is the
everlasting protection and guidance of
the Lord.

When David is writing this psalm, he
is writing from his past experience as a
shepherd. We know that from a very
young age, David was taking care of his
father's sheep. When God sends Samuel
to Jesse’s house to anoint David as the
next king of Israel. David was out in the
woods tending to his sheep (1 Samuel
16). So, when David writes this psalm,
he is fully aware of the roles and
responsibilities of a shepherd. It will
surely be spiritually edifying to meditate
on the Psalm.

"The LORD is my shepherd; I shall
not want" (v. 1): David is confident that
the Lord as his shepherd will take care
of him fully. In the parable of the lost
sheep (Luke 15), Jesus tells His
disciples about the shepherd who
leaves the ninety-nine sheep to look for
the lost one if he loses one out of a
hundred. David is confident that when
the Lord is in charge of him, he will not
lack anything. When you have that
confidence, just trust that Jesus will take
care of your needs. .

"He makes me lie down in green
pastures" (v. 2): Green pastures show

abundance. He will give us abundance,
not only physical blessings, but spiritual
needs as well.

"He restores my soul" (v. 3): If we
backslide or stray away, He will fetch us
back and revive us. He will cause our life
to return. When our spirit is weary or sad,
He will quicken us. God will do this for
us to prove himself to be the good
shepherd, our guide and guardian. This
verse is a promise of His comfort.

"Though I walk through the valley of
the shadow of death, I will fear no evil --"
(v. 4):  David is remembering the times
he was in the wildness alone with his
sheep. He has tasted this situation many
times and is saying that in the darkest
and most trying hours of our life, God’s
presence is with us. Whether this is
physical or spiritual time of darkness, He
is assuring that His rod and His staff will
comfort us. He is our protector , the
gracious and merciful God will lead us
through.

"You prepare a table before me in
the presence of my enemies, you anoint
my head with oil" (v. 5): The danger of
death is past. David is rejoicing that
indeed he had adversaries and those
that envied him but they are powerless.
Oil is a symbol of gladness. It was an
aromatic ointment that was used back
in the days during feasts. David is
remembering that here and is
comforted that God will furnish him with
provisions and comfort.

"Surely goodness and mercy shall
follow me all the days of my life and I
will dwell in the house of the Lord forever"
(v. 6): God’s goodness and mercy has
always followed David hitherto and,
therefore, he has no doubt that He will
continue to carry him through. Hence,
David is determined to dwell in the
house of the Lord always because of
His faithfulness towards him. David
expressed the same determination in
Psalms 27:4: "One thing have I desired
of the Lord, that I will seek after; that I
may dwell in the house of the Lord all
the days of my life, to behold the beauty
of the Lord, and to inquire in his temple".
This shows his longing to be continually
in the presence of God.

Although Psalms 23 is a very small
chapter, it has very deep meaning. It
teaches us that the Lord, our good
Shepherd gives us confidence, comfort,
guidance and protection.

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Rewards for mini Judases!

China is offering rewards to its
citizens to spot and turn in their
neighbors for “illegal religious activities”!
All churches in China are required to
register with the government. Some
churches, though, face severe
restrictions in how they worship and
practice their faith. Because of this,
millions of Chinese Christians worship
underground. The Bureau of Ethnic and
Religious Affairs in Guangzhou
announced the rewards just before
Easter. Guangzhou, with 1 1 million
people, is the fifth-largest city in China. A
priest told ‘AsiaNews’: “At this time, we
often meditate on the passion of Jesus
and Judas’ treachery for 30 pieces of
silver. The Guangzhou government
wants to turn people into many mini
Judases”. The prizes offered are
equivalent to $450, $750 and $1,500 and
the size of the prize will depend on the
scale of the illegal activity.

In an incident in Henan, China in
January, more than 100 police officers
arrived at a newly constructed church,
beat dozens of Christians who were
guarding it and then buried Bibles and
hymnbooks before leaving.  As soon as
they entered the church, they smashed
the donation box and pocketed the
money. They also removed the air
conditioning units, audio speakers,
washing machines, a computer and a
piano. The new building that cost around
$300,000 was opened in July 2018. The
Chinese accused the congregation of
being in contact with foreign
governments. They plan to convert the
building to a nursing home.

China shut down a well-known 1,000-
member Beijing church recently and then
changed the locks to prevent members
from returning to the building. Chinese
officials also ordered the pastor, Zhang
Xiaofeng, to sign a document stating that
the church “has conducted activities as
a social organization without registration,
which is in violation of Regulations of
Religious Affairs”. Christians outside of
the state-sanctioned churches can no
longer worship without fearing of

harassment, detention or even
imprisonment.

There is an escalation of China’s
crackdown on Christian activities. But
inspite of all these persecutions, reports
indicate that the underground churches
in China are flourishing!

Local church helps to nurture
a homeless family

Tanitoluwa Adewumi and his family
fled West Africa in 2017 because of
massive amount of violence there and
got asylum in New York, USA. The family
moved into a local homeless shelter .
During their time in the shelter, 8-year-
old Tanitoluwa decided to teach himself
chess to pass the time and he quickly
began to excel at the game. One year
later, the boy decided to compete in the
New York State Scholastic Chess
Championship tournament. To his
excitement, Adewumi won the
tournament. Because of the press
coverage from the chess tournament,
people from around the country donated
$254,430 to the family in need in just
under two weeks. The family was able to
move into new place to live. Tanitoluwa’s
dad, Kayode Adewumi shared that God
had provided the family with a home to
live in, legal assistance and jobs. He
thanked their local church, which played
a huge role in helping them find their
bearings and is planning to give ten per
cent of all their money to the church.

It is amazing is how miraculously
God provides for His people who trust in
Him!

Movie, ‘Breakthrough’

A new movie, entitled ‘Breakthrough’
has been made based on the real life
story of John Smith, now 18, who fell
through an icy pond in 2015. He was
thought dead when brought to the
hospital until his mother began praying
for him. Incredibly , 45 minutes had
passed between the time he plunged
through the ice and the moment he
regained his pulse. CPR and shock
treatments had failed. The doctor called

it a “bonafide miracle”. John Smith says
he wants the film to be a “beacon of
hope” for moviegoers and hopes his
story helps them understand that
miracles do happen and God does exist.
He adds: “There's 300-plus pages of
medical documents of why I should be
dead. But I'm alive. We have doctors that
are on our side to pull more unbelievers
in to get them to believe that this is a
bonafide miracle and the only person
that can do this is God”.

‘Breakthrough’ is about Smith’s
miraculous recovery but also tackles the
often-asked unanswerable question:
Why did God heal Smith but not others?
Smith’s answer is: “I'm sorry , but
respectfully, I don't know, but I'll be
praying for you and your situation. God
is definitely alive and that God definitely
loves them and their family”.

Persecution of Christians
in Europe!

According to CBN News, there has
been an increase in attacks on churches
and Christian symbols in recent years
across Europe. Many churches are
desecrated each day in France. In 2018,
there were some 1,063 attacks on
French Christian churches and symbols,
such as statues and crosses, a 17
percent jump from the previous year.
Apparently, there is a rising hostility in
France against the church and its
symbols. Catholic churches in France
have been broken into and crosses have
been destroyed, statues smashed and
tabernacles vandalized. Bishop Robert
Wattebled said: “The sign of the cross
and the Blessed Sacrament have been
the subject of serious injurious actions.
This act of profanation hurts us all in our
deepest convictions".
