has compassion for the needy. He is
friend of sinners

Jesus called Levi (Matthew) for
ministry and he followed as soon as
he was called. Heavenly call is required
for ministry and obedience is needed
when call comes. Call comes to
industrious and lazy people. Person

idling at home can not expect call
from our Lord. Contact with
unbelievers is not for fellowship but
to show them the way of salvation
and eternal life. Jesus, friend of
sinners and down trodden attended
the feast of Matthew (Luke 5:29).
Jesus has no success with
righteous and  religious leaders but
with sinners and sick.

Jesus explained  what is
fasting In Matthew 9:15 and how
to fast (Matthew 6:16). Fasting is
sign of believers’ longing for return
of their Lord, preparation for
welcoming Him as pure as He
is. Cry for the sins of the people as
Holy Spirit guides. Jesus not only
taught but showed how to fast.

Jairus, leader of the synagogue,
came and fell at Jesus’ feet pleading
with Him to heal his sick daughter.

We must adore and worship Lord
before presenting our needs. 

Healing the blind (Matthew 9:27-
30): Two blind men followed Jesus
calling out “have mercy on us, Son of
David”. They were blind but got vision
that Jesus is Son of David -  Messiah.
As Helen Keller said: ’some people
have eye sight but no vision, but some

Before starting His public
ministry in Galilee Jesus

proclaimed manifesto of His
ministry: “The time has come,
The Kingdom of God is near,
Repent and believe the good
news” (Mark 1:4-15) and He
taught with great authority

with power of Holy Spirit
before He announced His

vision and mission
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people are blind but have vision”. Jesus
did not respond at once, We should
not expect  instant answer to our
prayers. When they came to Jesus,
Jesus asked them whether they had
faith that He could heal them. They
replied in positive . First step for
answer to prayer and healing is FAITH
in Christ. Jesus touched their eyes and
said according to their faith they would
be healed. At once their eye sight was
restored Jesus used point of contact
for increasing faith of persons. Some
times He lays hands, uses mud (John 
9:6), some times His words.

Lord has authority over evil
spirits. He drives out evil spirits, casts
out demons and heals demon
possessed persons. But He would
neither let the demons speak nor
does lay hands on demon
possessed (Mark 1:21-32). There is
only one Satan/Devil/Lucifer but
thousands of demons/evil spirits/
ghosts/spiritual forces of evil in the
heavenly places under Satan
(Ephesians 6:12). Satan opposes
death of Christ on cross (Matthew
16:21,22), snatches away the Word
of God from people (Mark 4:15),
attacks faith of the child of God
(Luke 22;31-32), Satan tempts
God’s people to compromise in the
matter of money (Acts 5:2),
persecutes servants of God

thoughts and imaginations (2

It is natural for a woman to
have her husband with her to receive
anything from a stranger but His words
pierced her conscience..Jesus won her

His ministry is to establish
an empire founded on Love and all His
followers should love each other (John
15:12-13) and He advised that our aim
should be fruitful and not successful
(John 15:5,8). His followers should be

the Master in our life through our love,
humility and service (John 15:7-10). His
ministry is to glorify God (John 17:3,
Luke 23:44). When Jesus performed

5:26, 7:16,13:12,13, 17:17).  Aim of our
ministry is to glorify God and we should
never take credit or glory for the
miracles or any result of the ministry
In my young age I received an advice
from a man of God that we should not
get two rewards and two remuneration
for one work and therefore never try to
get any awards and name in this world
for the Ministry of God losing rewards
in the heaven..Our Lord’s ministry is
not only for this world but for the Eternal
life. He told His followers to be always
on the watch and pray for His advent

(Matthew 21:36). Major signs of His
coming are: False claims as Christ,
wars and rumours of wars, earth
quakes, persecutions, hatred against
Christians, turning away from true faith
and betrayal of other believers, false
prophets and preachers deceiving
many believers, increase of
wickedness, love of faithful growing
cold, pestilences,  drunkenness (Luke
21:8-13, Matthew 24:4-12).

Sermon on the Mount is famous
where He is interpreting Old Testament
Laws in the New way. He says His

all books of the Bible are inspired. God
in Old Testament is the same God who

.

appears in New Testament..He proves
Old Testament is Law but New
Testament is Love. When Law was
given Lord came down and spoke in
thunder and  lighting and people
moved away from Mount Sinai. Jesus
Christ  went up on the mountain and
sat down, then called His disciples to
His side. He delivered long message
on Makario - Blessed but when Law
was given none could approach and
touch mountain (Exodus 19:12). In His
sermon Christ told that for a blessed
life we need:

1. Desire for blessing (Matthew
6:7,8),

2. Purity - pure an noble heart of
love,

3. Humility
4. Generosity - giving to God

and others (Luke 6:38),
5. Quality - high quality in

None except our Lord gives such
living instructions to the followers
how to live in this world. John
Patman decided to go as missionary
to British Columbia and his friends told
him that inhabitants of the island eat

Patman replied it is better to be food
for cannibals than food for the worms
in England. Lord has clearly said that
no man can serve God and Mammon
simultaneously.(Matthew 6:24).
Mammon should be our servant and
not master, if we serve God. John Milton
portrayed trinity of Devil as Satan,
Mammon and False Prophet against

What is faith? The example below 
will help you understand about faith.

Imagine you are gifted a box of 
puzzle pieces. You open the box and 
begin to join the puzzle pieces 
together. While you are making the 
puzzle and nearly about to finish, you 
realise that one piece of the puzzle is 
missing. Which of the following 
options will you choose? Would you 
call the company who made the 
puzzle and say that one piece of the 
puzzle is missing assuming that the 
box came with a missing piece? 

Or, would you look for the puzzle 

piece everywhere until you find it?

Certainly, you would choose to look 
for the puzzle piece everywhere until 
you find it. This is an expression of 
faith because you trust a puzzle 
company to make sure every piece is 
in the box to complete the puzzle. 
Even though we did not see the 
company pack the puzzle into its box 
we believe that the company cannot 
make mistakes. We could never 
possibly think that the company might 
have not packed all the correct pieces 
of the puzzle and hence this is 
missing.

In the Bible which is the 
word of God we see God as 
a healer, saviour, and 
protector. When life gets 
tough do we have the faith 
like how we trust the puzzle 
company and say yes, God 
will help me through this? 
That is what we call faith

Let’s break down the 
verse Hebrews 11:1 to understand 
this deeper.

Faith is being sure of what we hope 
for: we as Christians hope and 
believe that Jesus is making us a 
place in heaven and is coming soon 
but like the puzzle example, we must 
be sure that this will happen and then 
we call it faith

Faith is being certain of what we do 
not see: we have not seen Jesus with 
our eyes, but we can be sure that 
Jesus is coming back and that is faith.

Dear Children, let us build our faith 
in Jesus. Let’s us trust in Him.

“What can I give him, poor as I am, If I
were a shepherd, I would bring a lamb, If
I were a wise man, I would do my part,
Yet what I can I give him, give my heart”.
She is reported to have told an
acquaintance: “I wish Jesus would come
back in my lifetime because I would place
my crown at his feet”!  Archbishop of York
Stephen Cottrell said in his sermon at St
Paul’s Cathedral to mark the Queen’s
Platinum Jubilee in June, she was
“someone who has been able to serve
our nation faithfully because of her faith
in Jesus Christ”.

Uganda!

Two evangelists who led several
muslims to Christ at a meeting where a
debate was held on Islam and
Christianity in eastern Uganda were
attacked on their way home and
sustained deep knife wounds. Andrew
Dikusooka, 35, and Ronald Musasizim
26, had been debating with Islamic
scholars in several areas. Many people
gave their lives to Christ, including
witchdoctors and street vendors and
theie conversion angered the local
population.

It may be mentioned that Uganda’s
constitution and other laws provide for
religious freedom, including the right to
propagate one’s faith and convert from
one faith to another. But it is cimmonly
seen that violent mobs attack Christians
who are generally non-violent, unarmed
and peaceful!

Poll on Teens Worldwide!

A recent survey of nearly 25,000 teens
ages 13-17 in 26 countries has found
that 46 percent say they personally
believe Jesus “offers hope to people,”
43 percent say He “personally cares for
people,” 38 percent believe He is
“trustworthy” and 37 percent say He is
“generous.” About half (49 percent) also
say Jesus is “loving.” The teens in the
survey spoke 17 different languages.
Among the negative responses, teens
said Jesus is: “detached from today’s
real issues” (10 percent), judgmental (7
percent), irrelevant (6 percent) and/or
hypocritical (4 percent).

Meanwhile, many teens also have a
positive view of the Bible.

Barna said the new data in the report
helps “to advance the understanding of
teens globally” and “presents many
opportunities for the Church to connect
with and empower a rising generation.”
