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I was half way on my drive to a place about
twenty miles away from my home in a small
town in USA.  The sun was shining, the traffic
was smooth, and the drive was fun.  I was feeling
fine as I looked forward to a meeting.  This was
going to be a good day.

All of a sudden, I realized that I did not have
my cell (mobile) phone with me.  I checked my
jacket and coat pockets and the dashboard area
of the car.  The phone was not anywhere to be
found. I thought about all the places where I
may have left the phone and recalled that the
phone was near my breakfast coffee just a short
while ago.

Suddenly, again, I sensed real anxiety
welling up within me, flooding my mind with
unsettling thoughts.  What if my daughter texted
me from out of state with an emergency?  There
is no way for my wife to get hold of me if she is
in any danger.  What would I do if I had an
accident?  How would I let
anyone know?  I could feel
myself moving to a panic state
as I continued to drive.

Consider this.
I left my home in India more

than four decades ago with
one barely full suitcase and
eight one dollar bills to come
to America.  I was not officially twenty-one years
old yet.  I had never left home alone before to
go anywhere outside my home state.  On few
occasions when I crossed the Indian state line,
I was accompanied by parents, teachers, or
family members. Still, I was not panic-stricken
on my way to America as I found myself this
day.

When I landed for the first time in John F.
Kennedy (JFK) Airport in New York at night,
very unsure if my relative there – one of only
two I had in America then - had received the
letter regarding my arrival, I was afraid. But a
couple of friendly people I met on the airplane
from Heathrow Airport in London to JFK gave
me courage.  I was not panicking.

I was homesick – missing my beloved
parents and siblings - as I checked into a

dormitory room on the campus of Yale University
Divinity School, but I was not in panic. Leaving
my parents, siblings and the church members
who loved me so much, was painful, but I knew
God was leading me to the future He had for
me.  That assurance gave me comfort.

I did not know anyone in New Haven,
Connecticut - home of Yale University - during
the early days of my study there.  I knew no
one to call if I had a need.  I had no means of
transportation except campus bus for local trips
and Greyhound or Trailways buses for
occasional trips to New York.  I don’t recall
having panic attacks regarding this situation.

I had to spend almost all of a week’s earnings
from campus employment in those days to
make a pre-arranged ten-minute phone call to
India to hear a loved one’s voice.  When I could
not afford to call, I was sad, but I knew God
was with me.  I was sure that He was watching

over me.  I was not overly
anxious.

Several passages
reassured me of God’s care
and protection during my
lonely days: “I am with you”
(Matt. 28:20); “I will never leave
you” (Heb. 13:5); “Do not be
anxious about anything” (Phil.

4:6).  I found comfort in God’s word.  I found
peace in God’s presence (Phil. 4:7).  I found
strength in God’s Spirit (2 Cor. 12:9).

What has happened to me?  How could I be
so anxious about a missing mobile phone?  Did
I allow the iPhone maker to cultivate such
dependency in me for their product that its
separation for a short time caused such panic?
Did I replace my Savior with a machine?  Did I
lose my simple trust in God as I achieved the
American dream and accumulated material
things?

The missing mobile phone and my palpable
anxiety confronted me that day.  I was forced
to face this question: What is the motto of my
life? In God I trust? Or in iPhone I trust?  I
decided to put my trust in God.  I hope my
answer will always be, In Christ alone!

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Hiding is the second oldest sin in the history
of the world - a sin that is the consequence of
the first one - disobedience.

Adam and Eve disobeyed God by eating the
fruit that they were not allowed to eat. Before
eating that fuit, they were naked but were not
ashamed of their nakedness (Genesis 2:25).
When they disobeyed God by eating the fruit
that God forbade them to eat they realized their
nakedness and were ashamed of it. The Bible
says, "Then the eyes of both were opened and
they knew that they were naked. And they
sewed fig leaves together and made themselves
loincloths" (Genesis 2:7 - ESV).

Shame was a
consequence of the sin of
disobedience. We go into
hiding as Adam and Eve
did because we are
ashamed of our
disobedience. In this case
of Adam and Eve they tried
to hide their nakedness
from each other. They
never had to do that before
they committed sin. Before
sinning they were naked
but were not ashamed; but
after sin they did not
become naked but were
ashamed of their
nakedness. They never
had to hide their
nakedness from each other since they were
not ashamed of it. Sin brought shame into the
life of humans so they started hiding from each
other!

This act of making something to cover their
nakedness with fig leaves is symbolic of human
attempt to hide our shame from each other. This
act of hiding from each other is a game that the
descendants of Adam and Eve (including you
and me) have perfected over the years. This
explains why spouses hide many aspects of

their lives from each other. Many marriages are
wrecked because spouses play this game until
the inevitable happens. Parents hide their lives
from their children by hiding behind an ideal past
that they never had. Children hide their lives
from parents too by pretending to be what they
are not yet. Many pastors have hidden their
shameful lives from their congregation and when
they had to come out of their hiding, their
marriages are broken, children are shattered,
and their congregations fall apart.

Sin produces shame, shame sends us to
hiding, and hiding makes us continue in sin.
This chain has to be broken!

Humans not only hide
from each other but from
God too. That is the second
act in the drama of hiding.
The writer of Genesis tells
us, "And they heard the
sound of the LORD God
walking in the garden in the
cool of the day, and the
man and his wife hid
themselves from the
presence of the LORD God
among the trees of the
garden" (Genesis 3:8
ESV).

What they hid from
each other is their shame
but from God they tried to
hide themselves. Why do

people deny God? I have often found that most
people who deny God have no philosophical
justifications except their own sense of guilt.
Their way of dealing with sin is to deny that
God doesn’t exist or doesn’t matter. This is
vividly portrayed in Psalms 14 and 53: "The fool
says in his heart, ‘There is no God.’ They are
corrupt, they do abominable deeds, there is
none who does good" (Psalm 14:1 ESV).

‘Saying in his heart’ is an attempt to convince
oneself. The two sentences of the above verse

"And they heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool of the
day, and Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the Lord God

among the trees of the garden. Then the Lord God called to Adam and said to him,
“Where are you?” (Genesis 3:8,9)
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are connected as a bridge that has two-way
traffic. The denial of God is the result of their
corruption and at the same time it is the denial
of God that leads to corruption as well.

God is merciful and kind but He can deal
with our shame only if we can come out of our
hiding into the open. When we come out to the
open then He deals with our sins. In the case
of Adam and Eve, He points out that the human
attempt to hide from each other is inadequate.
However there is a divine solution which involves
a sacrifice. The writer of Genesis only knew

that the solution to the human problem is a
sacrifice of an animal. Many Christian
interpreters see here an indication of Christ’s
sacrifice on the cross.

God demands us to admit what has gone
wrong in our lives. This is what God did when
he called out to Adam, ’Where are you?’ God
knew where he was and what he has done but
by this God was demanding an admission from
Adam. God wants Adam to acknowledge what
he has done and thus come out of his moral
hiding.

Freedom may be the most wanted and
beneficial condition for people and nations. To
achieve freedom, many nations agitated in the
past history and some fight even today .
Thousands of people from all over the world have
sacrificed their life for this to happen. Lack of
freedom is the most unwanted situation - life of
entanglements, without dignity or identity and
with no possible improvement. Such a condition
is called slavery. No
one, not even the
animals or birds
appreciate it. Freedom
has generally been
classified into different
categories, such as
political, social,
economic and
religious. Then there is
freedom to think, freedom of speech, freedom
to write, freedom of belief, etc. Though these
are the facts, today we are unsure about
freedom in many countries. Even in our
democratic India, people are really missing the
sweet taste of freedom now-a-days - especially
the Christian community. On political and
religious grounds, we have an uncertain scenario
ahead of us. Nevertheless we all have to go

forward till our last breath or the Lord’s
appearance.

In this context it is appropriate to think and
know about the freedom we enjoy in Jesus
Christ our Saviour. Saint Paul wrote, “Stand fast
therefore in the liberty by which Christ HAS
MADE US FREE, and do not be entangled
again with a yoke of bondage”.(Galatians 5:1).
This is a great declaration from the man of God

by the inspiration of
the Holy Spirit about
Christian freedom.

The forces of the world wait for a time to sweep
over us with their masterful tricks. There are
many so called church members entangled in
various bindings. Some are ignorant, but some
are purposely in them for a few achievements.

There are some people entangled to the lust
of money and wealth, a few others to the lust of
power - politics. Many are individually entangled
to envy, anger, backbiting, party spirit, hatred,
contentions, deceiving others,  selfish
ambitions, etc. We, the Lord’s people, must

schemes of the enemy of God’s Kingdom.

WHAT SHOULD WE DO?

The epistle of Galatians is the Magna Charta
of the Christian freedom. Therefore we need to
pick up a few immediate remedies from it and
apply to our daily life. Looking at the Galatian
believers’ spiritual condition, Paul says that he
travails for them again, until Christ is formed in
them (4:20). This means, though they are
coming to the church, Christ is not active in
them, or He is not growing in them. We need to
make sure that we have Christ in us  and HE
must increase in us as Baptist John said.

Another issue
Paul points out is,
“they are fallen from
the grace” (5:4b). The
grace is given to us
not to fall but to stand
firm in the freedom.
Here we need to take
heed and ask, are we
trusting and standing
in the grace? Jude’s
alarming words are

here befitting, “--- ungodly men who turned the
grace of our God into lewdness” (obscenity -
Jude v.4). Without falling from the church, one
can fall from grace!! Be careful!!

Finally, we need to understand the greatness
and the obvious confines of our freedom. The
freedom that is granted to us never promotes
us to use this liberty as an opportunity for the
flesh but through love serve one another (5:13).
It is freedom of the Spirit. There is a line of
control (LOC) for every one. Above all, it is not
only our freedom alone but it is of Christ too.
This means, we need to allow Jesus Christ to
work in us, deal with us and interfere in every
matter freely. Could it be possible? Are we really
permitting Jesus to do whatever He wills in our
life? If not, we have to resettle our life once again
towards Him. This is the Christian life in fact.
Be a true Christian, have a genuine enjoyment
of freedom in Christ.

May these freedom thoughts help all of us
to assess and analyze our life in the light of
His unchanging Word.
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We should imitate CHRIST

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Meditations  from
"Ephesians"

V. From Chapter 5

Apostle Paul’s
letter to the Ephesians
can be viewed as two
halves of one big
picture about receiving
and giving faith. While
the first three chapters
(1–3) describe what
God has done for us
in Christ (“receiving
faith”), the last three
chapters (4–6) describe what we are to do in
response to what God has done for us (“giving
faith”).

One of the prime things we are called to do
is live for God and imitate Him just as children
follow after the patterns seen in their parents.
Godliness is living the way God wants us to. In
Ephesians, godliness is exhorted in terms of
behavior, motivating dynamic, and example.
Godly behavior is modeled after God Himself,
especially as He has revealed Himself in His
fullness in Jesus Christ.

One of the patterns of
a godly life-style
includes walking in love,
which means giving of
ourselves sacrificially for
the benefit of others, just
as Christ has done for us
(5:2). God loved us when
we were still His
enemies. The proof of His
love is that He gave Himself for us in death at
Calvary. As imitators, we should demonstrate
that type of self-sacrificial love. A good
understanding of God’s love and our place in
His family (1:5) motivates the self-sacrifice that
is necessary for our daily Christ-like living.

Another pattern would be in imitating God’s
forgiveness (4:32). Just as God in Christ has
forgiven us, we should also forgive one another.

In our spiritual life, we
should manifest
Christ to the world and
seek to walk worthy
of our dignity as His
beloved children.
Christ pleased His
Father by giving
Himself for others.
The moral is that we
too can bring joy to

God by giving ourselves for others. Christ is also
our example in holiness of life, purity of thought,
and cleanness of speech.

Christ was the true burnt offering, the One
who was completely devoted to do the will of
His Father in heaven, even to the death of the
cross. This sacrifice is eulogized as being for a
sweet-smelling aroma. F.B. Meyer comments:
“In love so measureless, so reckless of cost,
for those who were naturally so unworthy of it,
there was a spectacle which filled heaven with

fragrance and God’s
heart with joy”?

Let us model our lives
after Christ and imitate
Him in our relationships.
He is the perfect
example of the love God
requires from us. We can
practice this by putting
the interests of others
above our own through

loving, serving and selfless living for others (Phil.
2:3-5). As we truly love others in word and action,
others will see that we are truly the disciples of
Jesus Christ.

“A new commandment I give to you, that
you love one another; as I have loved you, that
you also love one another. By this all will know
that you are My disciples, if you have love for
one another.” (John 13:34-35)

Let us model our lives after Christ
and imitate Him in our relation-

ships. He is the perfect example of
the love God requires from us. As
we truly love others in word and

action, others will see that we are
truly the disciples of Jesus Christ.
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When I was pastoring a church in
Michigan I invited all “baptized
believers” to join at the Lord’s Table.
That prompted a few people who came
to me and asked why say, “baptized
believers"? Is baptism really needed
for taking communion?

When we make a deeper study
about communion and baptism, we find
that both have significant roles in a
believer’s life. It is certainly a biblical
position to invite "baptized believers"
for the Lord’s Table.

Two sacraments: Baptism and
the Lord’s Table.

There are two sacraments given to
the church, Baptism and the Lord’s
Table, but these serve dif ferent
functions.

Baptism is a one time event that
signifies:

a) identification with
Christ in His death, burial
and resurrection and

b) entrance into the
Christian church.

Lots of passages
point this way. Take for
example the Great
Commission: We are
commanded to make
disciples, baptizing them
in the name of Father,
Son, and Holy S pirit
(Matthew 28:19), There are multiple
references in Acts, where people are
baptized in the name of Jesus (Acts
2:39, 8:16; 10:48). In the Epistles, Paul
speaks of "being baptized into Christ
and into the body" (Gal. 3:27; Rom.
6:5). In other words, baptism is what
identifies one with Christ and unites

one to the church. We also see this in
Acts 2, where people repent, believe
and are baptized and thus are “added”
to the church (Acts 2:38-41).

The Lord’s Table, on the other hand,
is an ongoing, repeatable event (“as
often as you eat this bread and drink
this cup do this in remembrance of
me”) that signifies:

a) continuing in fellowship with
Christ,

b) continuance in the Christian
faith,

c) and unity with the Christian
church.

This is especially clear in 1 Cor.
10:16-17, where Paul says, “The cup

of blessing that we bless, is it not a
participation in the blood of Christ? The
bread that we break, is it not a
participation in the body of Christ?
Because there is one bread, we who
are many are one body, for we all
partake of the one bread”. This shows
us that communion involves both a
special fellowship (“participation”) with
Jesus and symbolizes our unity with
the “one body” of Christ (“we who are
many are one body”).

The Sequence: Baptism precedes
Communion.

So, while baptism is an initial
profession of faith, the Lord’s Table is
an ongoing, continual, and
repeated renewal of faith. But isn’t it
dishonest for someone to participate
in a renewal of faith, if they’ve never
professed faith in baptism to start with?

Communion is also
something of a pledge of
renewed trust in Christ
and obedience to Him
(which is one reason
why Paul warns against
eating or drinking
unworthily in 1
Corinthians 1:27). But it
would be pretense for
someone to take
communion when he
has not even taken the

first step of obedience to Jesus in
baptism!

Then there is also the biblical
pattern. The sequence is always
baptism first, followed by communion.
"Those who accepted his message
were baptized, and about three
thousand were added to their number

While baptism is an initial profession of faith, the

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that day. They devoted themselves to
the apostles’ teaching and to
fellowship, to the breaking of bread and
to prayer" (Acts 2:41,42). Those who
are baptized and added to the church
participate in the breaking of bread.
Paul talks at length about communion
in 1 Corinthians 11, it is only fair  to
assume from a reading of the earlier
part of the letter (chapter 1) that he is
writing to baptized Christians. There
is no example in Acts or
the Epistles to suggest
that anybody can
participate in the Lord’s
Table without any
restriction.

Add to this the
witness of the church
through the ages. While
historical creeds and
confessions don’t settle
the matter (Scripture
does that!), they do give
us some clear benchmarks for
understanding how the church has
historically understood the doctrine.
And from what I can tell, the majority
of churches have either taught or
assumed that baptism should precede
communion. Of course, there are
significant disagreements about the
mode and timing of baptism – but
almost all agree that baptism must
come first.

So, the invitation offered to
“baptized believers” at the beginning

of the communion service to share in
the Lord’s Table is absolutely Biblical
and also relevant. Such an
announcement is helpful for a couple
reasons. First of all, it is a timely
reminder for parents that their kids
should be baptized before taking
communion. It is also helpful for
seekers and non-Christians who may
be present in the congregation to
concretely discern for themselves

about their eligibility to share the Lord’s
Table. Of course, being baptized itself
does not make anyone a Christian or
necessarily prove he is one. But
making a public declaration under the
authority of a local church is an
important step and a good safeguard
against self-deception.

Their Significance: Making the
Gospel Visible.

Finally, let us never forget that both
baptism and the Lord’s Table are given
by the Lord to make the gospel visible

to the church and the world.
Baptism points to the death, burial

and resurrection of Jesus. It is a
dramatic reenactment of the
humiliation and exaltation of our Lord
and signifies our union with Him through
faith. “Do you not know that all of us
who have been baptized into Christ
Jesus were baptized into his death?
We were buried therefore with him by
baptism into death, in order that, just

as Christ was raised from
the dead by the glory of
the Father, we too might
walk in newness of life”
(Romans 6:3). Baptism
publicly declares that
whatever is true of Christ
is also true of all who
trust in Him. His story is
our story, in His death we
also died, and through
His resurrection, we
receive life made new.

The Lord’s Table, likewise,
“proclaims the Lord’s death until he
comes” (1 Cor. 11:26). When we eat
the broken bread and drink the fruit of
the vine, we taste and see that the
crucified and risen Savior is gracious
and good. We embody our faith through
everyday acts of walking in the
newness of life in good fellowship with
God and man. We trust in Christ and
His finished work alone for our
salvation, spiritual life and strength.

Baptism publicly declares that whatever is true of
Christ is also true of all who trust in Him. His story is
our story, in His death we also died, and through His
resurrection, we receive life made new. The Lord’s

The Biggest  Challenge!

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Have you ever thought how much
deep you are in faith? Are you close to
our Lord’s expectations in your life?

You may be doing all the right things-
at home, at work, at church - but you don’t
know where your life is headed. You feel
lost and disoriented from where you
thought you’d be and how you thought
you’d get there. But it’s almost too
terrifying to acknowledge, so you just
keep going with the flow day after day,
without a strong direction toward a place
where God is moving you.

Jesus tells the church at Laodicea,
“Some of you are not hot, you are not
even cold, you are lukewarm”. And the
result is just as disastrous: “There is no
life there. I will spit you out of my mouth [if
I find you in that lukewarm zone]”

Well, there are three questions that
are significant, vital and urgent for you to
answer if indeed you are going to
advance to the next level of spiritual living.

I. Where are you?
Wherever you are the answer to this

question is the same: You have to move
up, you are called to greatness.

II. What is the next level for your life?
 You need to know where you are

going. There is a God-ordained  Kingdom
destiny for you - that is your calling.

III. How do you get there?
It is only by your Faith, Obedience and

Focus. So wherever you are at this
moment in your life, relax and say: “God,
I want to go to my new level now. I am
ready to move on and move up”. Then
follow these steps to help you through
the transition process.

1. Ask God to speak to you. He can
communicate with you through the
Scriptures, His written Word. He may
speak to you through a prophetic word.
Be convinced of the call. When God
begins to take you through the process
of change, you must make sure you are
absolutely convinced of His call on your
life and secure in His purposes as He
has revealed them to you. If you are not
convinced of your call, then every time

you hit a point of discouragement, or a
difficulty, you will focus on your problems
and give up. Only a deep conviction of
your call will enable you to keep going
when facing hardship. .

How should you respond when you
receive a word from the Lord through
prophecy?

Look for confirmation. In other words,
if a prophecy presents an entirely new
thought or idea to you, then receive the
word - but “hold” it until its meaning
become clear to you in the light of the
Word of God.

2. Determine how you must change.
When God begins to shift you from one
assignment to another , you will go
through a process of preparation. These
preparations are not based on your past
but must take place in the present. It
involves the practical changes you need
to make in your life in order to actually
fulfill the new assignment or the new
season God has for you.

3. Commit to overcoming the
opposition. When God begins to move
you to a new level, the devil wants to
move you backward, OR at least make
you to stay where you are. One of the
greatest barriers to moving forward to the
next level is being too comfortable
functioning where you are. Choosing to
stay in your comfort zone may mean that
you never go to the next level.  Any form of
discomfort is worth overcoming in order

to say yes to the next great thing God has
for you.

4. Be prepared for increased spiritual
attacks. The more you move into God’s
purposes of your life, the attacks of your
opposition will be harder. You might face
challenges and temptations, more than
ever before. But In Christ, you have
spiritual armor to protect against the
attacks of the enemy (see Ephesians.
6:13-18). You also have the weapon of
His Word, the "sword" of His Spirit. Use
everything available to you as a Christian,
and though attacks will come, you will
overcome with God’s help.

5. Acceptance. A genuinely humble
person always accepts and
acknowledges what God has done in his
or her life. Be honest about what He is
doing, and give Him all glory. As you
simply trust His wisdom and follow His
lead, your confidence and anointing will
continue to increase. Do not become
proud; but neither should you deny who
God has designed you to be.

6. Remember that transition takes
time. Successful transition does not
happen quickly and so determine to be
patient as you move into your new
season.

7. Move ahead with bold faith. Any time
God is shifting you from one level to the
next, there comes a point at which you
simply must “go for it”. This is a point at
which faith springs into action and
becomes more alive than ever before.
You may know all kinds of concepts and
principles, but without BOLD faith you will
never step out to achieve all that God has
purposed for you.

Jesus is saying to you: “Come on!
Take that step of bold faith. I am ready
and waiting to walk with you”.

Always remember, God is faithful. He
is faithful to finish the work He has begun
in you (see Phillippians 1:6). Move on
and move up. God will definitely move
you to your next level!

’Ten Commandments’ Monument
in a shopping mall

An 800-pound granite tablet
engraved with the ‘Ten Commandments’
went up in a suburban Dallas, Texas
shopping mall on New Year eve. Richard
Morton, general manager of the Music
City Mall, told reporters that the
monument reflects the mall owner’s
belief system and he is not afraid to
share it”. A second granite tablet bearing
two “greatest commandments” - to love
the Lord and thy neighbor - is on the
second floor. The owner, John Bushman,
says, he hopes people find “peace and
love” in the Ten Commandments.
Bushman’s other businesses, including
hotels and casual dining restaurants,
have similar Ten Commandment
displays.

Some non-christians and some
atheists have made adverse comments
about the monuments. But nobody can

remove them or make it a legal issue as
they are in a private property. A shopping
mall operates like a public, community
space where all are welcome. But it is
actually a private space where church-
state laws demanding a neutrality toward
religion don’t apply!

China cracking down
on religions!

A story by Associated Press describes
churches being shut down, Bibles being
seized and restrictions being placed on
other religions, too. One Christian
describes an incident in which Chinese
officials interrupted a church meeting
and ordered them to remove a cross, a
Bible verse and a painting of the Last
Supper off the wall. In recent months,
Chinese authorities have shut down
hundreds of Christian house churches,
seized Bibles, prevented children from
attending church in some areas and
urged Christians in one location to
replace posters of Jesus with pictures
of President Xi . The goal is to integrate
the nation’s religions with “Chinese
characteristics”, first among these being
loyalty to the Communist Party.
