The writer, Apostle Jude, brother of Jesus,
penned this short but serious letter to the
readers of all times. (Since this is not an
academic study, there will be no discussion on
the authorship and other background details).
This letter falls into the section known as
General Epistles. Jude in this brief writing
seriously gives a discourse on the terrible
appearance of apostasy - a state of rejecting
and abandoning of true faith. So he urges
churches to be very diligent and watchful of
persons who inject such venomous ideologies
into the church.

This epistle unmasks various realms and
perspectives of apostasy to remind the readers
of this age. Since it is the end time it is very
important to contend for our

1. Unbelieving community (v.5).

This indicates Israelites, who deliberately
neglected their faith in Jehovah. They were saved
and redeemed, but did not survive the hardship
in the wilderness. Redemption did not bring the
fulfilment of promise of rest. The great
deliverance was not of giving security. Because
they failed in continuing the life style of the given
faith, the desert became the graveyard for many

way to promised rest. They never wanted to
know the on - going program of God that also
included desert and hardships and the need to
endure that situation.

Today
preachers of such erroneous doctrines are
creeping into churches in various forms to
disintegrate our faith and makes us
defenceless.

Jude was very historical in setting his letter,
by bringing out various examples from past
history to establishe his arguments. Here are
some notable illustrations:

2. Angels who abandoned
their positions (v.6):

Though there is a controversy regarding their
identity, the message is vividly described. The
Angels who were placed by God in the particular
position or domain failed to keep it properly.
They abandoned their place and began to follow
human beings rather than God. They rebelled
against God and God pushed them down and
they began to seek unnatural body.

3. Judgement on cities (v.7. cf.Gen.19):

Here we see the intolerance of God against
Sodom and Gomorrah for their homosexuality
and other related sins. These cities were placed
in prosperity and blessedness (Gen.13:10).
However their evil became intolerant to God and
He consumed it with sulphur and fire from above.

Today, many of the so-called Christian
countries (in the strict sense
there are no Christian

an organised attempt to oppose the directions
of God and they want to enforce their own
agenda over everything. Rebellion is the after-
effect of disobedience and lack of subjection to
authority.

Today this kind of spirit can be seen among
the children of God. No one wants to listen to
God'’s voice and His will. Selfish purpose and
personal gains are overridng the divine will. Cain
was a man of selfishness and had no brotherly
love; Korah was questioning the leadership
appointed by Jehovah; Balaam was after the
money and a man of deception. The churches
of this century also are having these same
problems. People are becoming more selfish
now and do not want to look after others. It is
difficult to see genuine brotherly love and all
expressions are now becoming superficial.
There are many lying under deception of money
even neglecting their ministry and relationships.

People have no willingness to
submit to the God-ordained

leadership (not the electoral
leadership of today attained by
man power, money power,
blackmail, tricks, etc). In brief,
everywhere we can see the
forces of apostasy in various
forms.

As we stand at the
threshold of end-times we
need to be very much alert

about the situation and defend

prosperity of these countries
became the trap for them.
Definitely, even now the excess of money leads
God'’s people into apostasy and consequently
into abominable activities. We must be cautious
lest any of our blessings becomes a cause for
apostasy!

Jude then turns to a few popular persons of
the Old Testament in order to remind us about
the diligence we need to keep up in our daily
life. They are Cain, Balaam and Korah. Here
Jude compares a kind of people who defile the
flesh, reject authority and slanders the glorious
ones with those above mentioned people. To
them, personal advantages are greater than any
other things. The writer called them irrational
animals, blemishes in the love feasts, feeding
themselves, waterless clouds, autumn trees
withoutfruits and twice dead and wandering
stars. (vv.8, 12-13). The common nature of these
people was rebellion or rebellious spirit. They
rebelled against God and God’s anointed. It was

our faith. Itis high time for the
church of Christ to oppose the black forces of
apostasy with the Power of the Word and the
Holy Spirit. Leadership needs to be empowered
like Elijah the prophet to destroy all kinds of
altars of rebellion, selfishness, immoral acts,
unbelief and unwanted images of self exaltation,
elections, competitions, etc. Let them lead the
church to the spirit of the first century and to
the power of the Word of God. The voice of Joel
the prophet is relevant here: “ Put on sackcloth
and lament you priests; wail you ministers of
the altar. Come, pass the night in sackcloth,
you ministers of my God. --- Sanctify a fast,
call a solemn assembly. Gather the elders and
all the inhabitants of the land to the house of
the Lord your God and cry out to the Lord”.
(Joel 1:13-14). Definitely APOSTASY is our
biggest enemy, so it is right time to declare a
full-fledged fight against it. Otherwise we are
going to lose much! o
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FAITH, a most misinterpreted word
in Christianity!

All prosperity gospel preachers are
celebrating with verses in Hebrews: 11:1- 2, but
they never explain the conclusion part of this
chapter, verses 39 and 40. Christian faith is not

Verses 1 and 2 say: “Now faith is the substance
of things hoped for, the evidence of things not
seen. For by it the elders obtained a good
report”. Verses 39 and 40 say: “And these all,
having obtained a good report
through faith, received not the

“Through faith, we understand that the worlds
were framed by the word of God, so that things
which are seen were not made of things which
do appear. But without faith it is impossible to
please him: for he that cometh to God must
believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of
them that diligently seek him”. From these
verses we can understand that our faith must
be basically in two realms; one is, God is there
and two is, God created this world. There are
almost 22 faith heroes
mentioned in this chapter. All

of them received not any
personal and materialistic
gain but either they received
transcending  spiritual
blessings or promise fulfilled
for the Kingdom of God.
Many of these faith
heroes were not celebrating
life in their times. Abel, the
first hero of faith; was the first

Christianity. Prosperity gospel
is not talking about salvation
by faith, but prosperity by faith!

In verses 36, 37 and 38: “And others had
trial of cruel mockings and scourgings, yea,
moreover of bonds and imprisonment: They
were stoned, they were sawn asunder, were
tempted, were slain with the sword: they
wandered about in sheepskins and goatskins;
being destitute, afflicted, tormented; (Of whom
the world was not worthy:) they wandered in
deserts, and in mountains, and in dens and
caves of the earth”. From these verses and
verses 39 and 40; it can be concluded based
on biblical scripture that faith is not for
materialist gains.

What should be faith?

It is clearly explained in verses 3 and 6,

Martyr in the Bible.
Mentioning of Zechariah, he
was stoned to death and Isaiah was sawed in
two. Our faith in God is not to be limited in
materialistic wants.

If we put our faith for gains in materialistic
perspective, it will never give us a happy and
satisfied life as God expects from us: “Rejoice,
and be exceeding glad: for great is your reward
in heaven: for so persecuted they the prophets
which were before you” (Matthew 5:12).

Be happy and satisfied

For a meaningful and purposeful life,
happiness is not based on what happens to
us; but based on how we react to it. If we set
our happiness based on our external
circumstances, then it will die out as soon as
the circumstances change. Happiness must

Corrie Ten Boom
has remarked once
like this: “Worry
does not empty
tomorrow of its
sorrow; it empties
today of its strength”.
Today’s world can be
described with three
words: hurry, worry
andbury. Worry is like a rocking chai, it gives
us something to do, but it doesn’t get us
anywhere. Many people these days seem to
have been infected with GAD (Generalized
Anxiety Disorder) a condition marked with a
perpetual state of worry about most aspects of
their lives.

Our Lord Jesus Christ has expressly
counseled us that we should not worry about
what we will eat, drink, wear or generally about
the future, for God, our Heavenly Father, knows
that we need all
these things and will
take care of us

esp. v. 32b). Instead,
Jesus invites us to go
to Him for rest for our
souls  (Matthew
11:28-30).

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Hebron:

The Land of Fellowship

"And let us consider one another in order to stir up love and good works, 25 not forsaking the
assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so
much the more as you see the Day approaching" (Hebrews 10:24-25)

The city of Hebron, located 30
kilometres to the south of Jerusalem,
930 meters above mean sea level, high
up in the Judean mountains, and the
second most important Judean city for
trade — reminds us of the importance
of fellowship. The very name “Hebron”
in Hebrew and Amorite means friend,
unite, alliance. The former name of
Hebron, while it was under Hittite
control, was KirjathArba. Various
incidents that take place in the Bible
at Hebron, are a reflection of the
characteristics of being in a fellowship
with believers:

1. Fellowship is a place of
worship and gratitude
(Genesis 13:14-18):

After Abram (Abraham) has
separated from his beloved nephew Lot,
the Lord consoles the lonely Abraham
by promising to give all the

Rebekah, Jacob and Leah — are buried
in the same cave, by their respective
families (Genesis 49:29-31, 50:12-13).

3. Fellowship is a place to
return home to (Genesis 35:27):

After cheating his older brother
Esau out of his birthright and fleeing

4. Fellowship provides a launch
pad to victory (Joshua 10:36-37):

Joshua and the Israelites Kill
Hoham, king of Hebron (Joshua 10:3,
26), and utterly destroy the city and
its inhabitants. The city is allocated to
the tribe of Judah (meaning praise), the
tribe which was meant to lead the
Israelite army to war (Joshua 15:54).
More specifically, the mountain of
Hebron inspires courage in the heart
of 85 year old Judahite Caleb, who first
approaches Joshua to claim it as his
rightful inheritance (Joshua 14:6-14),
then defeats three giants to make the
land his own (Joshua 15:13-14).
Significant to note that Hebron was the
final frontier/battleground, for it was
after its capture that the land had rest
from war (Joshua 14:15).

5. Fellowship is a place of
refuge and safety

Hebron is where Sarah dies and
Abraham comes to mourn and bury
her. The cave of Machpelah before
Mamre becomes the first piece of the
Promised Land to be purchased by
Abraham, from Ephron the Hittite, for
400 shekels of silver. Subsequently, all
the patriarchs — Abraham, Isaac and

to his uncle Laban for safety, after
serving his uncle for 20 years then
losing his beloved wife Rachel on the
journey back, Hebron is the place
where Jacob finally returns home to his
father Isaac, like the Prodigal Son after
years of wandering. The valley of
Hebron is also the last happy place
that Joseph called home in the land of
Canaan, before he was sold by his
jealous brothers (Genesis 37:14).

6. Fellowship is a place where
the Word of God is taught
continually (Joshua 21:8-13):

More
specifically, to the priestly clan of the
descendants of Aaron, the first high
priest. Presumably, the knowledge of
the scriptures, as well as various
protocols, procedures and duties,
would be taught there from

After lamenting the deaths of Saul
and Jonathan on the battlefield, it is to
Hebron that the Lord instructs David
to go, for comfort as well as the
commencement of his reign. David
proceeds to reign over the house of
Judah, from Hebron, for a period of
seven-and-a-half years (2 Samuel 2:4,

4:12). This paves the way for David’s
acknowledgement and coronation as
king over all Israel by the elders of the
land (2 Samuel 5:3), in fulfilment of his
anointing while still a youth, by the
prophet Samuel.

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Archaeological findings:
1. Watchtower from
King Hezekiah’s Reign

Israeli archaeologists have
unearthed the remains of a 2,700-year-
old watchtower in southern Israel on an
elevated location. A watchman stationed
in the tower would be able to see
approaching enemies. The towers were
also useful for communication between
the national border and Jerusalem. The
watchmen used smoke to communicate
during the day and fire at night. In the
days of the First Temple, the Kingdom of
Judah built a range of towers and
fortresses as points of communication,
warning and signaling, to transmit
messages and field intelligence. This
tower is likely one of these observation
towers. Archaeologists believe the tower
was used until the Assyrians took over
most of Judah. Sa’ar Ganor, co-director
of the Israeli Antiquities Authority,
explained the significance and the
usefulness of the tower: “King Hezekiah
was sitting in Jerusalem. How could he
control his boundary? By placing
watchtowers with beacons in the hills,
that would monitor the area and report
back”.

Archaeological findings:
2. Babylonian conquest

Researchers from the University of
North Carolina, USA digging in
Jerusalem have uncovered Babylonian-
style arrowheads and layers of ash
alongside lamps, potsherds and gold
and silver jewelry. The discovery is clear
evidence of the Babylonian conquest of
the city 2500 years ago according to a
press release from the university. The
researchers believe that the combination
of an ashy layer full of artifacts, mixed
with arrowheads, and a very special
ornament indicates some kind of
devastation and destruction. The
Babylonian conquest took place some
four centuries after the reigns of King
David and King Solomon and during a
period when the people of Judah rejected
God and worshipped false gods. The

Babylonians burned the temple and took
the people of Judah into captivity in
Babylon, where they remained for 70
years. The archaeological findings are
clear evidence affirming the account as
described in 2 Kings 25.

More and more evidences are being
unearthed through archaeological
excavations in Jerusalem and in
surrounding areas which prove beyond
doubt thst the historical narratives as
recorded in the Bible are true. A Bible
student can easily see how the just and
righteous God has been dealing with
mankind throughout history.

China training Pastors to
preach on Communism

The Bureau of Ethnic and Religious
Affairs in Henan province — the third-
largest province with 94 million people —
began applying Communist Party
membership standards to screen
Christian preachers, according to recent
reports. The Bureau told the pastors to
write a sample sermon that must include
national policy, traditional culture and the
core socialist values in the text. Christian
doctrines such as eternal life, heaven
and hell were prohibited from being
included. Pastors were required to affirm
traditional Chinese beliefs such as
ancestral worship in their weekly
sermons. A senior pastor commented:
“The government’s goal of training young
preachers in such a fashion is to
indoctrinate them so that they become
more than willing to serve the Party”.

Catholic dioceses are reporting the
government is banning educational
gatherings for kids, forcing churches to
cancel summer camps. The crackdown
is part of ongoing measures by the
government to limit church influence,
including the spiritual development of
children. Some provinces have ordered
churches to post signs outside their
buildings banning minors from entering.
Schools teach children to believe the
Party and not to have any religious faith.
The local party secretary leads officials
to villages, making sure no religious
banners or crosses are displayed in

violation of the law. ‘Open Doors’, an
international Christian persecution
advocacy group, has ranked China as
the 27th worst nation in terms of Christian
persecution.

The underground churches are
growing tremendously, according to
reports emanating from that country. The
gospel has no bounds! Praise God.

Yale Professor rejects Darwinism

Professor David
Gelernter from Yale
University has
written in a paper
titled, “Giving Up
Darwin” that the
theory of evolution
contains a number
of holes and flaws.
He warned the
critics of intelligent
design to stop
attacking the theory
out of anti-religious
sentiment. The esteemed professor
highlights the relative impossibility of
creating a stable protein. He writes:
"Darwinian evolution is a dead loss. Try
to mutate your way from 150 links of
gibberish to a working, useful protein
and you are guaranteed to fail. Try it with
ten mutations, a thousand, a million -
you fail. The odds bury you. It can't be
done". On intelligent design, the theory
that God must, by deduction, be the force
behind the creation of the universe -
Gelernte writes that it is the first and
obviously the most intuitive theory that
comes to mind.

The professor also says that
academics who dare to question the
theory of Darwinism are unfairly attacked
by their colleagues. For them, Darwinism
has indeed passed beyond a scientific
argument. They will destroy you if you
challenge it. Darwin proposed Evolution
as a theory to explain the origin of
species. Without any final proof, the
theory is now touted as a scientific truth
by people who want to exclude Almighty
God whose intelligent design is clearly
visible in all universe! o
