The victory came
20 years after they were defeated by Philistines
at a place called Ebenezer (1 Samuel 4:1,2).
Samuel set up a stone to commemorate the
victory and significantly named it 'Ebenezer',
the name of the place of their defeat and gave it
a new meaning: "Thus far the Lord has helped
us".

The expression, 'Thus far' is important. It
has three dimensions: past, present and future.

The Prophet does not forget the past, their
failures and defeats, their backsliding and
idolatry. We should also acknowledge our
failures and the lack of trust in the power of
God that clouded our vsion at various times.

Samuel thanks God for the
present victory when people
repented and worshipped God.
Worship of God with praises
and thanksgiving brings definite
victory over the devil. God
dwells on the praises of His
people and the devil flees at the
sight. Victory over the devil
comes through the Blood of the
Lamb, prayers of the saints and

the Word of God.
"Thus far” also indicates there is more to

come and that we have only seen a portion of
what God has in store for those who love Him
and are called according to His purpose. We
can look ahead with hope for the future. It is
the Lord who turns our defeat into victory and
leads us on to a glorious future! Battles are still
ahead, but we move on with confidence that
the Lord who has helped us this far is still with
us to take us to victory.

The Righteousness Connection of
Baptism

If this is true, where does the baptism of

People who took baptism by the hands of
John were the ones who responded to his call
and accepted themselves as sinners in need of
repentance. While he is doing this, Jesus came
forward to take baptism also. John could not
understand it. So John tried to prevent Him,
saying, “I need to be baptized by You, and are
You coming to me?” The reply from Jesus shows
an important aspect about baptism: “Permit it
to be so now
all righteousness.” 

Righteousness in the Bible means right
standing before God. When you study the Bible,
it is people who have walked in the ways of
God and surrendered themselves to God’s will,
that have right standing before God. Jesus had
surrendered himself to the will of the Father
already. In the tests that Satan presented in
the desert, he gave Jesus a more dramatic
entrance. Satan asked Jesus to jump from the
pinnacle of Jerusalem temple to prove that he
was divine. We see superheroes doing that
always in the cartoons and movies to generate
awe. But the real Superhero turned that offer
down. Instead, he went to a desert place where
John was baptizing people and presented
himself.

It was not Satan, but John who was given
the commission to present Jesus to the world.
It was not by impressing a crowd, but by the
descent of the Holy Spirit that he would be

John. The place and the means were set by
God himself and it was at the baptism site of
John.

The Obedience Connection of Baptism

Jesus said, “If you love Me, keep My
commandments.” It was the commandment of
Jesus that everyone who believes in should be
baptized (Matthew 28:18-20). 

"And Jesus came and spoke to them,
saying, “All authority has been given to Me in
heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make
disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in
the name of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all
things that I have commanded you; and lo, I
am with you always, even to the end of the age”.

This is exactly what his disciples did. They
started preaching after they were empowered
by the Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost.

But not everyone gathered there were baptized.
Only the 3000 who obeyed his counsel was
baptized that day. Later we see that number
increasing to over 5000.

Where ever that message has been
preached faithfully, people have come forward
in obedience to take baptism.

If you have not taken that step in your life
yet, why are you delaying to obey God?

Baptism in the Early Christian Church

Christian church happened on the day of
Pentecost, where three thousand people came
forward to obey God in the waters of baptism.
When we look at this chapter, we see that a
pattern emerged very early. First there is the
preaching of the gospel. Then, there is the call
for repentance (altar call). Then the people who
profess their faith in Jesus Christ are given
baptism.

In Acts 8, we see another baptism where
only one person took baptism. That was ‘a
eunuch of great authority under Candace the
queen of the Ethiopians, who had charge of all
her treasury.’ (Acts 8:27). Philip was guided by
the Holy Spirit to go and minister to him. The
story is self-explanatory.

"So Philip ran to him, and heard him reading
the prophet Isaiah, and said, “Do you understand
what you are reading?” And he said, “How can
I, unless someone guides me?” And he asked
Philip to come up and sit with him. The place
in the Scripture which he read was this:

“He was led as a sheep to the slaughter;
And as a lamb before its shearer is silent,
So He opened not His mouth.
In His humiliation His justice was taken

away, And who will declare His generation?
For His life is taken from the earth”.
So the eunuch answered Philip and said, “I

ask you, of whom does the prophet say this, of
himself or of some other man?” Then Philip
opened his mouth, and beginning at this
Scripture, preached Jesus to him. Now as they
went down the road, they came to some water.
And the eunuch said, “See, here is water. What
hinders me from being baptized?” Then Philip
said, “If you believe with all your heart, you may.”

And he answered and said, “I believe that
Jesus Christ is the Son of God.” So he
commanded the chariot to stand still. And both
Philip and the eunuch went down into the water,
and he baptized him" (Acts 8:26-38).

Again we see the same pattern. Philip did
not just tell stories about Jesus to the eunuch.
He explained his teachings to the eunuch. We
know this because as soon as they came to
some water, the eunuch was ready to take
baptism. Upon his confession of faith, Philip
gave him baptism. And the eunuch carried the
message of Jesus Christ to Ethiopia in Africa.
Here we see a proselyte (an outsider who

embraced Judaism) taking baptism.
In Acts 9, we see Saul of Tarsus getting

baptized. Even though he was a scholar in
Hebrew scriptures and came from a noble
family, he was not given a pass. Fist he had
the encounter with Jesus at the end of which
he was addressing the Nazarene who he
derided earlier as ‘Lord.’ This shows that he
had accepted Jesus as Messiah and Lord of
his life. Ananias was sent to meet with the
‘converted’ Saul and give him baptism.

In Acts 10, we see the baptism of the family
of Cornelius. From the story, we gather that he
came from an Italian background. Peter was
sent to his house as a result of the double
visions both him and Cornelius had. Yet, Peter
was very uncomfortable to be with a non-Jew
and did not want to baptize anyone there. Until
then, everyone who had taken baptism were
either pure Jews or proselytes. Again we see
the same classic pattern given to the church.
First comes the message from Peter. It leads

with the Holy Spirit. The response from the
people who came with Pater is very telling: “Can
anyone forbid water, that these should not be
baptized who have received the Holy Spirit just
as we have?” (Acts 10:47). If God had not moved
in that surprising manner, they would have gone
back to Jerusalem without giving baptism to the
family of Cornelius. Seeing what transpired,
Peter commanded his friends to baptize them
in water
take baptism.

In Acts 16, we see Paul and Silas in the
city of Phillippi in Macedonia. The gospel is

Whereas, later when they were
apprehended and brought before the magistrate,
the complaint against them was that “they teach
customs which are not lawful for us, being
Romans, to receive or observe.” So these were
Europeans and Roman citizens. Later that night,
when God visited the city and shook the
foundations of the jail, Paul got an opportunity
to share the gospel with the jailor. His heart
was already prepared seeing the awesome
power of the true living God which held back all

the prisoners from running away, even though
the prison doors were wide open. Paul used
the occasion to share the gospel with him.
“Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and you will
be saved, you and your household.” (Acts
16:31). The jailor’s family believed and they
were baptized the same night. Again, these
were Europeans being baptized.

The baptism account in Acts 19 is different
from all others. A disciple of Paul called Apollos
was the one who started the church in the city
of Ephesus. He was originally a disciple of John
the Baptist. So the teachings he had about
baptism was that of John the Baptist. We
already saw that it was based on the ritualistic
washing systems of the Old Testament. And
he went into all the region around the Jordan,
preaching a baptism of repentance for the
remission of sins. (Luke 3:3).  It did not contain
the entire teaching of the New Testament
church. In fact, the believers in Ephesus told
Paul, “We have not so much as heard whether
there is a Holy Spirit.” 

So Paul taught them the doctrines of the
New Testament and re-baptized them.

with the Holy Spirit and they received it. 
This incident shows that it is scriptural to

re-baptize someone, if the original baptism they
received was not in line with the doctrines of
the New Testament and teachings of the
Apostles.

Why Should Anyone Take Baptism?

In the New Testament, a number of reasons
are given for taking baptism. It is more than a
ritual washing. It is a spiritually rich experience.

i. It is obeying the commandment of Jesus.
In Mathew 28, Jesus gave the last commission
to his disciples. It is often called the Great
Commission, since the scope of it is great.
Jesus expected his disciples to go into all the
known world and preach the gospel.  People
who accepted the message and were ready to
follow Jesus were baptized and accepted into
the church.  There is nothing more noble for a

commands.
ii. It is identifying with the death and

resurrection of Jesus. (Romans 6:4). The early
church practiced baptism only by immersing a
person in water. When a person was under the
water, it was identifying with the death and burial
of Jesus. When he comes back up from the
water, it is identifying with the resurrection of
Jesus. Just like the resurrected Jesus had a
different body, a baptized person should ‘walk
in the newness of life.’ Behold, the old things
have passed away; all things have become new!

iii. It is the point of acceptance into the
church. According to Bible, a person becomes
the member of the church of Jesus Christ, when
he takes baptism. A person’s name is written
the records of heaven the moment he or she
accepts Jesus as savior. So a person need not
take baptism to go to heaven.  But after
professing faith in Jesus, such persons are
expected to be part of a local faith community.
Many churches do not allow people who are
not baptized to participate in the Holy
Communion. 

iv. It is to maintain a good conscience with
God. (1 Peter 3:21). The reason for the good
conscience is that one has obeyed the
commandment of God. So there is no guilt
feeling in mind. One is free to worship God in

v
Spirit. (Acts 2: 38-39). Then Peter said to them,
“Repent, and let every one of you be baptized
in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of
sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy
Spirit. 39 For the promise is to you and to your
children, and to all who are afar off, as many as
the Lord our God will call.” What caught the
attention of the crowd on the day of Pentecost
was hearing a group of people from Galilee
speaking in so many different languages. They
wanted that experience. Peter asked them to
repent of their sins and take baptism. Three
thousand of them did.

“And do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. But rather fear
Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell. Are not two sparrows

sold for a copper coin? And not one of them falls to the ground apart from your
Father’s will. But the very hairs of your head are all numbered. Do not fear
therefore; you are of more value than many sparrows.” (Matthew 10:28-31)

The above passage is part of instructions
that our Lord Jesus Christ gives to His twelve
disciples before sending them off in pairs on a
missionary journey. They were to spread the
good news about the kingdom of God that He
had come to establish on the earth. Some of
these instructions applymainly to the twelve
apostles that Jesus had selected to be His
disciples (vv. 5–15), and some to those serving
just before the His return (vv. 16–23). However,
the rest of these instructions are timeless
spiritual principlesthat are applicable for all the
servants of God through the ages until His return
to earth (vv. 24-42).

As Jesus sends His disciples out with a
missionary mandate, He gave them the “power
over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to
heal all kinds of sickness and all kinds of
disease” (v.1). Thus, Jesus thoroughly equipped
them for their deliverance ministry and the tasks

saying goes: “The will of God does not send us
where the grace of God cannot keep us.” All
they were required to do now was to fear and
obey God, and not the people, just as the
epitaph of the saintly John Knox reads, “Here
lies one who feared God so much that he never
feared the face of any man”.

It is therefore not surprising that the disciples
should not fear the murderous rage of people
who would confront their belief system as the
worstthese people can do is kill theirphysical
bodies. Physical death is not a tragedy for a
believer in Christ since to die is to be with Christ
which is far better (see Phil. 1:21-23). For a
child of God, physical death is really a
deliverance from sin, sorrow, sickness, and
sufferings of this world. Death is actually a
promotion to eternal glory in heaven!So the
worst that people can do is the best that can

happen to any child of God. On the other hand,
the disciples should fear Him who is able to
destroy both soul and body in hell.

Brotherhood

James addresses his readers, “My brethren.”
The address ‘brethren’ is mentioned fourteen
times in this epistle. (1:2,16,19; 2:1,5,14; 3:1,10;
4:10; 5:7,9,10,12,19). Three of them are ‘dear
brothers’ (1:16,19; 2:5). The Greek word
“adelphos” means born from the same womb.
Therefore Christian believers are children of God
and brothers to one another (1 John 3:1-2). Peter
called the Christian church a brotherhood (1 Pet.
2:17), and James says that “In the exercise of His
will He gave us birth by the word of truth” (1:18
NASB). That birth is the basis of the address
“brothers.” Not only James, the New Testament
writers John, Paul, and Peter also talk about the
rebirth of being born into God’s family (John 1:12;
1 Cor. 4:15; 1 Pet. 1:23).

This article is about brotherhood between
writer and reader. Addressing them as brothers,
this same epistle also addresses them as
adulterers (4:4), sinners (4:8), and rich (5:1).
Elsewhere he addresses someone as a foolish

plural form and the fourth is in the singular form.
The term “foolish man” is a general address to
any man who professes faith without works. He
may be a Jew or a Jewish Christian. However, the
remaining three are not addressed as brethren,
but as adulterers, sinners, and rich.

There are those who think that the message

Christians. James is writing this epistle to Jewish
Christians, including non-converted Jews. The
addresses in James require no such
discrimination. The main themes of this book apply
to both Christian Jews and observant Jews.

Various trials

“Peirasmos” is the root of the word ‘trials’—
“when you fall into various trials”(1:3). The word
“temptation” is used in the Bible in the positive
sense of trials from God and in the negative sense
of trials from the devil. Adam and Eve were tempted
by the devil in Eden (Genesis 3) but Abraham was
being tested by God (Genesis 22:1). Here, instead
of translating “When you are subjected to various
temptations” it should be translated as “When you
are subjected to various trials.” The words
“PoikilosPeirasmos” mean various shades of
trials. In the same chapter, James talks about
temptation from the devil (1:13-15). The word
“peirasmos” can mean a teacher examining
students, an of , a
goldsmith’s process of design, and a carpenter

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Perseverance is
not being idle,
but being active.

“For you have put us to the test, God; you have
You brought us into

The various trials for the Jewish Christians
were external circumstances, including
persecution, for their faith in Christ. Trials and
temptations have two aspects, external and
internal.Trials start from the outside and purify the
inside, and temptations start and pollute the inside
and cause trouble on the outside.

Trials (tests) of faith

All suffer as a result of sin, but the trials of faith
are not for everyone. It is only for believers. The
subject of James is the trial of the Jewish
Christians because of their acceptance of the
Christian faith. Peter also mentions the same
subject: “the proof of your faith, being more
precious than gold which perishes though tested

Know that trails produce perseverance
The test of faith is not an end in itself; rather it

is the means to a greater character.The product of
the test is perseverance, which is “hypomone” in
the original language.  Paul (Rom. 5:3-4) said that
“we also celebrate in our tribulations, knowing that
tribulation brings about perseverance; and
perseverance, proven character; and proven
character, hope.” Perseverance is the remaining
product that passes through the test at the end of
the trials. To illustrate, Jesus as a boy st ayed
behind in Jerusalem while his acquaintances
went away (Luke 2:43);and after sending away all
his possessions at the brook of Jabbok, Jacob
was left alone (Gen. 23:23).Perseverance is the
Rock of Gibraltar that remains no matter how many
waves come and go. Those passing throughtrials
should know that the product of the trials/testing
is perseverance.

James intends here only a gain. Just as silver

Count it all joy
James advisesus to be joyful after the tests,

which is unnatural. Naturally, testsare painful. But,
since the product of testing is the precious virtue
of perseverance, James advises how the
response to testing should be. The root language

is “pass chara”, which means pure happiness,
unadulterated happiness, complete happiness,
and absolute happiness.

Tests should be approached with complete
joy, not partial joy. Just as a mother faces the pain
of childbirth with the joy of having a child, we must
face the test with the full joy of giving birth to the
child of “perseverance.” Here James’s alignment
with the idea of Jesus is evident. To say, then, be
joyful is almost equivalent to saying, “Rejoice.”
“Blessed are you when the people hate you, and
when they exclude you, and insult you, and scorn
your name as evil, on account of the Son of Man.
Rejoice on that day and jump for joy”–such is
Christ’s advice (Luke 6:22-23). Christ’s disciple
Peter also says: “Beloved, do not be surprised at

you for your testing, as though something strange
were happening to you; but to the degree that you
share the sufferings of Christ, keep on rejoicing,
so that at the revelation of His glory you may also
rejoice and be overjoyed” (1 Pet. 4:12,13).

Perfect result of perseverance

And let endurance (perseverance) have its
perfect result, so that you may be perfect and
complete, lacking in nothing (1:4).The lesson is
to let perseverance complete its work.
Perseverance is not being idle, but being active.
Perseverance is the work towards the three goals
of perfection, completeness, and lacking nothing.
All three are expressions that can be used as
synonyms for Christian maturity.  The person who
has achieved full perfection can be called “Teleos.”

Completeness (greek “holokliros”) is the state of
full maturation of all members of the body.  One
who does not come to such completeness is
called “leipesthai,” such as a lamb with blemish.

(Ephesians 4:15).

Lord’s servants who led people to
salvation and will rejoice when they see
their fruits receive crowns. When kids
receive trophies and awards in the
school / college, parents and teachers
are happier than the kids. I remember
when I brought the award received from

for the Essay Competition on UNO day,
my parents were happier than I was.
Dear Lord’s servants, our work for the
Lord is not in vain, one day we will
rejoice when our believers and
cooworkers receive rewards from our
Lord when He comes. What an
encouraging hope for the unknown
evanglists that a day will come for them
to rejoice!

3) Edifying hope:.We should
strengthn our hearts so that we will be
blmeless and holy in the presence of
our God and Father when our Lord
Jesus Christ comes (1 Thessalonians
3:13). When we keep our hope to see
our Lord’s coming, we must be
wholeheartedly committed to the Lord
to be holy and separated from all that
offend our Lord.

4) Comforting hope: In this world
where sufferings and death of our dear
ones make us sad and worried, we
have comforting hope that our Lord
Himself will come down from heaven

those who are still live will be caught
up together with them to meet our Lord
in the air (1 Thessalonians 4:16-18).
This is the comforting hope and faith
in His promise that encourages
Christians to face all kinds of
humiliation, persecutions, sufferings
and even death. It is great comforting
hope that one day we will be with our
Lord.

(1 Thessalonians 5:23,24). Our
purifying hope is that our Lord will purify
us if we submit ourselves to Him and
be guided by Holy Spirit.

Spirit arranged the epistles in a different

order in the Bible? When we go through
the themes of those epistles, we will
get the answer.

Warm Christian greetings from IPC 
Maharashtra State.

Maharashtra is the third largest state 
in India having a population of 12.5 
crores, out of which the Christians are 
only 1%, and the Pentecostal community 
is negligible. Though the Pentecostal 
movement started in Mumbai in 1935, the 
first IPC church in Mumbai was started in 
1955 in Chembur. IPC Maharashtra 
region was constituted in 1990 with 16 
local churches and by the grace of God, 
we have more than 400 local churches 
across the state of Maharashtra. Most of 
the Churches are in remote villages 
having 100% Marathi speaking believers. 
There are only a few Malayalam speaking 
Churches in Maharashtra which are 
financially self sufficient. Almost all other 
churches are financially backward and 
need financial support for the pastor and 
other mission activities. IPC Maharashtra 
State council is striving hard to fulfill the 
needs of the mission stations and 
churches every month with the generous 
support of well-wishers across the globe. 

IPC Maharashtra state had a Bible 
Training Centre to train young local 

missionaries to reach the unreached 
villages of Maharashtra. It was being 
conducted in rented apartments, but it got 
stopped due to the non-availability of 
such apartments due to objections from 
neighbours. So it has become inevitable 
to have a place for the Bible training 
centre. 

A permanent place for an office and 
the Bible Training Centre has become a 
necessity in the present political scenario, 
though the land and building cost was 
beyond our reach. Still, by faith we have 
put our steps ahead and our Lord enabled 
us to have a property in Navi Mumbai          
(Panvel) and start the construction of the 
building in 2019, in partnership with IPC 
Panvel Church. The estimated cost for 
completion of the work is approx. 
2 Crores.

Almost 70% of the construction work 
has been completed with the financial 
support of many  IPC Churches and well-
wishers from India and abroad. We 
express our sincere thanks to them for 
their support and prayers towards this 
project. During the Covid-19 pandemic, 
many believers lost their job and a good 
number of people left for their native place 

and this has hampered our building 
project to some extend. Presently, an 
amount of approx. Rs. 50 lakhs is  
required for the completion of the project.

The construction work has to be 
completed on top priority as the political 
situation in Maharashtra is not favourable 
for Church and related mission activities. 
We solicit the prayers and whole hearted 
financial support from the churches and 
believers towards this project so that the 
work may be completed as early as 
possible.
